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abstract of presentation 

In the early years of cataloging e-monos and e-serials (when there were only a few online records), catalogers often saved time by following the “single record approach” of adding both a URL and an 007 field to print records for serials and monographs.  While some systems could well handle 007 coded “cr” and still differentiate print vs. online, it is usually the case that the rest of the record must be completely and correctly coded, e.g., 008/23 coded blank, and 856 second indicator coded 1 in records using the “single record approach.”  Frequently records will have an incorrect code in one of these elements.  Otherwise, “single record approach” print records can confuse catalogers and systems.  In those situations records can sometimes morph from print into online over time based on the confusing codes. The  “single record approach” seems better suited to searching by more traditional access points without making use of facets like type/format that are based on coding like 007 cr.
CONSER confirmed at the 2011 CONSER Operations Meeting that members using the single record approach would not include a 007 with coded characteristics of the electronic version on the print record, even though nothing in MARC prohibits the practice.  BIBCO needs to decide whether to keep the same guideline for the single record approach as CONSER or allow the addition of the 007 with coded characteristics of the electronic version when following the single record approach.  This discussion is aimed at reaching consensus on the issue.
