b. Use $3 to label the multiple types if the entire field is repeated? 

3. Should PCC/BIBCO/CONSER have best practices on whether to repeat or add fields during maintenance? 

4. What is the formal update process for PCC members to add a term to the list; are limited to the list; have use of “unspecified” or “other” if needed?
