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abstract of presentation 
FAST (Faceted Application of Subject Terminology) is a fully enumerative faceted subject heading schema derived from the Library of Congress Subject Headings (LCSH).  Beginning in September 2013, OCLC has been systematically adding FAST headings to WorldCat bibliographic records which already have LCSH assigned.  OCLC members may assign FAST headings to WorldCat records.  And members may modify FAST headings assigned by the batch enrichment processes just as they would any other headings appearing in the master record. 

BIBCO Participants’ Manual has the following information in E5.5. Subject, Genre, and/or Form Headings:

“As appropriate, assign a complement of headings that provides access to at least the primary/essential subject and/or form of the work at the appropriate level of specificity. Assign such headings from an established thesaurus, list, or subject heading system recognized by the MARC 21 Format for Bibliographic Data.” FAST is on the lists of codes included in the Subject Heading and Term Source Codes in E5.5.”
However, PCC hasn’t yet put it to the test that a record can be PCC if it only has subjects from any of the schema on the code list, since most BIBCO libraries use LCC and LCSH and MeSH headings.  

QUESTIONS FOR DISCUSSION

Q1. Can a record with only FAST subjects be coded as a PCC record?       

Q2. Can PCC use any authorized schema included in the Subject Heading and Genre/Form Code and Term Source Codes to create PCC records?  What about other authorized schema not on the list?   
Q3. If PCC endorse of using FAST only headings as PCC record, is there any training need for the members? 
IMPLICATIONS
The endorsement of this practice may well change the workflow in some libraries now that we have FAST and other similar new discovery layer software which could help perform the subject aspect of the work.  

Follow-up tasks

The Secretariat will document the outcome and the practice in the BIBCO Participants’ Manual.
