Integrating resources: input for updating the Integrating Resource (IR) module to the BIBCO and CONSER manuals.


Background: The Integrating resources cataloging manual has not yet been revised for RDA. Recommendations for updating and reorganizing the manual have been made, and a template document has been established. It is proposed that a working group use an iCohere site to share documents related to updating the manual. This session is aimed at getting some preliminary feedback from OpCo on specific issues involved in writing the manual in the context of RDA. 

1. What information is needed when giving the source of title note for an online IR? How should the note be formulated?

Example: For an IR that began in 2008 and is now viewed February 11, 2013, and is based on the home page, should we expect to see:

500 ## $a Title from home page (viewed February 11, 2013)

OR should we expect:

588 ## $a Description based on contents viewed February 11, 2013; title from home page

2. Description Based On note for integrating resources and provider neutral guidelines. As currently written the IR manual at IR2.1 restricts application of provider neutral guidelines for integrating resources:  "This policy is limited to remote access electronic resources that are available simultaneously from two or more different electronic service providers." So if a resource is not available from two or more providers, the p-n guidelines do not apply. 
Should this policy be changed for the RDA version of the IR manual?
3. When the first iteration is not available at the time of description, should the date of publication be coded in the 264 $c?

One possible proposal: Include in RDA IR Manual a statement not to apply the last sentence of 2.8.6.5: “If the first and/or last issue, part, or iteration is not available, supply an approximate date or dates applying the instructions given under 2.8.6.6.”

Or simply leave this to cataloger judgment.

4. Recommended practices for linking entries when mode of issuance changes from IR to mono or serial or vice versa (not uncommon with law resources).

RDA Appendix J.2 and J.3 don't really deal with this, and probably a LC-PCC PS or at least PCC best practice guidelines would be helpful. (And at some point a revision in the RDA Appendix itself). Does the PCC wish to decide on a preference among 775, 780/785 02 ( & 780/785 03), or 787 for these types of relationships? 

5. An additional set of practices that should be resolved with the update of the integrating resource manual includes areas where provider neutral record practices vary between the BIBCO and CONSER programs. A matrix points out these areas.
