abstract of presentation 
These questions were raised in some of the BIBCO and CONSER webinars. The Final Report of the PCC/LC PSD RDA Policy Statements Task Group recommends that LC-PCC PS 6.27.1.9 reflects LC/PCC practice. There have been questions about selecting appropriate qualifiers as additions to access points for serials, monographs, and integrating resources. 
There is specific guidance in the LC-PCC-PS for serials where a generic title is qualified by the body and there are several types of examples given for parenthetical qualifiers for serials. These are essentially the same guidelines used under AACR2/LCRI 25.5b to distinguish separate serial works. 
The instructions for monographs and integrating resources are new with RDA. The instructions for monographs and integrating resources are briefer than for serials. The type of qualifier and how multiple qualifiers might be combined if needed, etc. are left up to the cataloger. 

Question for discussion: Is it enough to leave to catalogers judgment or should specific practices for PCC be defined?
