Does not link to CLW page, should it?  

SACO Home page has a “training” heading and a link to SACO Workshops.  At the bottom of SACO workshop page there is a link to the CLW page.   No mention of sponsoring a workshop.
NACO Home page has a “training” heading and a Training Tab.   No mentioning of sponsoring a workshop or link to the CLW page.  
BIBCO Home page at the top in an introductory statement there is a link to CLW page.   No information is provided thing about sponsoring a workshop.  

CLW Home page there is header “Sponsoring a Workshop” and there is a link to the guidelines that are based on those established by CONSER.    Need to be updated as they reference Carolyn Sturtevant.  

Should every program have a link to sponsoring workshops that goes to the CLW website?  

Has anyone used the CLW sponsoring workshop guidelines?  

With these instructions, can PCC Institutions organize workshops without needing to work with the PCC Secretariat?   

Do the CONSER instructions and the CLW instruction need to have the same layout.  I know may persons work in more than one program?  

PCC training statistics have to be reported to CONGRESS:

· If a PCC member leads a workshop that is not limited to trainees from a single institution, PCC or non PCC.  

· If a PCC member leads a workshop at a non PCC institution.  

If a PCC member leads a training event within their own institution for staff within that institution it does not have to be reported.  

Should the PCC Secretariat design a form to mount on the web for PCC institutions organizing workshops without assistance from the Secretariat to report out the event?

4.  Program Manuals     

CONSER manual   (Les and Hien describe how it came to be what it is.)

BIBCO, NACO, SACO manuals cannot function in the same way as training tools.   They complement the training and instruct how you work within the program.  Any teaching is by examples.     Judith and Paul
BIBCO manual:  Do you need one or two manuals as both RDA and AACR2 have to be covered?       

Going to mount BIBCO Manual in draft status.     SCT subgroup will find examples for Manual.
SACO and NACO participants’ manuals need updating.    Any volunteers?  Should we form a membership committee to do this like CONSER does?
