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The SACO-At-Large meeting will be held Sunday, June 30, 2013 from 10:30-11:30 a.m. in the McCormick Place Convention Center, room N135.

The SACO-At-Large meeting at 2013 ALA Annual Conference will consist of a mini-workshop entitled “Tips for Making Successful Subject Proposals Redux: Formulaic Fixes.”  It will be moderated by Janis L. Young, a senior subject policy specialist in LC’s Policy and Standards Division, and is a follow-up to the successful mini-workshop held at the ALA Midwinter Meeting in January.

Over one third of the subject proposals that are approved need to be edited first, and the revisions are often formulaic (i.e., rule-driven, not conceptual).  While the January meeting focused on proposals that were not accepted, this meeting will focus on simple improvements that catalogers can make to their proposals before submitting them, thereby allowing for more expeditious approval. Janis will lead the meeting’s attendees in analyzing a selection of actual revised proposals in order to determine what went right, what went wrong, and what needed improvement.
