Abstract: What are the next steps for library cooperatives like the PCC? In the context of current initiatives around linked data and cloud-based service frameworks, the presentation invites exploration of future directions that library cooperatives might take to significantly improve the visibility and recognition of library collections on the web.
Biography: Karen Calhoun leads organizational change and strategic initiatives for the University Library System at the University of Pittsburgh. She has held senior leadership positions at OCLC Online Computer Library Center and Cornell University Library. Her career has focused on academic research libraries and global library cooperatives with particular emphasis on redesigning library services for the digital age. Author of the much-discussed LC-commissioned report The Changing Nature of the Catalog and its Integration with Other Discovery Tools (2006), her most recent work is entitled Exploring Digital Libraries: Foundations, Practice, Prospects, being co-published this month by ALA and Facet Publishing.
