Announcement of active PCC PoCo Election 2012 
Online voting for PCC PoCo program representatives via Ballotbin.com  -- Open from May 2 to May 31, 2012.
The Program for Cooperative Cataloging Policy Committee (PCC PoCo) includes elected representatives in rotating terms from each of the component programs, BIBCO, CONSER, NACO, and SACO.  The three-year terms of the 2012 elected members run from October 1, 2012 to September 30, 2015.  In 2012, only two positions are open, one for a BIBCO representative and one for a CONSER representative.
Online voting is open from May 1 to May 31, 2012.  The Secretariat uses Ballotbin.com software to email and to receive PCC PoCo ballots to eligible voters.  The voters are directors of full member institutions and funnel coordinators for multi-institution membership projects.  In the CONSER program, only full-level member institutions vote. Statement: 
It is a very exciting time to be involved in the creation and organization of metadata, an activity many of us still refer to as cataloging!  In the present and foreseeable future, PoCo will be deeply involved in making critical decisions regarding RDA, transitioning to a successor to MARC 21, and furthering the internationalization of PCC programs. I strongly believe in the values of shared cataloging standards and international cooperation among libraries and other institutions. We need to increase the international exchange of bibliographic metadata, while lowering costs and improving access to an ever-increasing range of information resources. Development and harmonization of standards must be done pragmatically, directed at meeting users’ diverse needs. 

Throughout my career as a law cataloger and manager at Brooklyn Law School, and, since 2001, at New York University Law School, I have ensured my institution’s deep commitment to the Program for Cooperative Cataloging (PCC). New York University Law School currently participates in all PCC programs, and I have personally been active on various PCC task forces and as a NACO name and series trainer and reviewer.  

What would I bring to PoCo?  I have worked cooperatively to improve PCC standards and documentation, including the Provider-Neutral E-Monograph MARC Record Guide, the 2011 revision of Integrating Resources: A Cataloging Manual, and a successful MARBI proposal for better coding of electronic resources. I am currently involved in the work of several RDA task groups, one of which focuses on PCC/NACO RDA policies. Recently, I have also gained an international perspective after spending a good part of my sabbatical visiting libraries and lecturing on cataloging issues in China, Italy, and England in fall 2010 and spring 2011. 

I would be honored to serve as the CONSER representative to the PCC Policy Committee (PoCo). If elected, I will do my utmost to help direct the PCC into a course most beneficial for libraries and library users.
