Charge:  The PCC Essential Elements Task Group is charged to: 
· Define the essential bibliographic elements needed to support user tasks (find-identify-select-obtain) independent of schema or format.  Consider the work done with the DLF/Aquifer Implementation Guidelines for Shareable MODS Records and in DCMI.
· Review all the PCC Standard Record Metadata Application Profiles to ensure all types are represented and recommend adjustments
· Articulate the elements in the context of the mission of the PCC, constructing a statement of overarching principles that apply to all element sets
· Structure the elements so that they can operate in a linked data model

· Recommend next steps to enable PCC standards to move forward beyond MARC.

The task group’s report will be shared with the PCC Standing Committee on Standards, the Advisory Committee on Initiatives, and the PCC Policy Committee.  After review by these groups and LC staff, the report will be shared with the larger PCC community for comment.

Final report due to the PCC Policy Committee by April 1, 2012
Review by the Standing Committee on Standards, the Advisory Committee on Initiatives, PoCo, and LC staff in April 2012
Announcement to the PCC community and posting to the PCC web site by April 30, 2012, for discussion at the OpCo meeting in early May
