Shelflisting Monographs Cataloged with RDA
The following are guidelines issued by the Library of Congress Policy and Standards Division (PSD) for shelflisting books cataloged with RDA and using Library of Congress Classification (LCC) during the interim period prior to RDA implementation in 2012.  They should be used in conjunction with the Classification and Shelflisting Manual (CSM).  
General Principle:  Use current shelflisting policy and practice as often as possible.  When current practice is insufficient, inappropriate, or results in confusion, send questions to LChelp4rda@loc.gov.  PSD will update this document as needed on a case-by-case basis.  PSD will select a time after RDA implementation to comprehensively address all known issues and undertake a full revision of shelflisting policy if necessary. 

Below are some common situations where a difference between AACR2 and RDA may result in confusion about shelflisting.

I. Translations

· Continue using the Translation Table in CSM G 150 as instructed in G 150, section 1: “Use the Translation Table when assigning a Cutter number for a translation only when a uniform title plus language(s) is provided and when the main entry is a personal author or title.”  
· Continue to class and Cutter for translations in subclasses with separate captions (e.g., By language, A-Z) as appropriate.  
· Continue to apply other tables with subarrangements for translations as appropriate.
A. Monograph in two languages, neither of which is the original language of the work:
Because RDA records cannot have two languages in subfield $l of the authorized access point for a preferred title, RDA preferred titles will look different from AACR2 uniform titles.  
Instead of Cuttering for the first language listed in a 130 or 240 field, Cutter for the language in a 7XX field.
In the following example, the .x14 for French is added to the book number of the original work because French is the first language of translation.  Note that the shelflisting is the same for the AACR2 and the RDA records.

B. Monograph in two languages, one of which is the original language of the work and one of which is a translation:

AACR2 25.5C1 prescribed naming the original language second in a uniform title when a book was in the original language plus one translation.  RDA does not prescribe which of the two access points for the expressions should come first, so the instruction in CSM G 150 section 2 to Cutter for the first language cannot be automatically applied.  Instead, Cutter for the language of the translation.

In the following example, the .x14 for French is added to the book number of the original work because French is the language of the translation.  Note that the shelflisting is the same for the AACR2 and the RDA records.  Also, note that an RDA record may not have the access point for the translation first, but it should still be Cuttered for the language of translation.

C. Monographs in three or more languages when the original was not in three or more languages.
The term “Polyglot” is not used as an addition to the preferred title in RDA.  However, use Cuttering instructions for “Polyglot” for translations in three or more languages.

In the following example, .x12 is used for Polyglot even though the word “Polyglot” does not appear in the RDA bibliographic record.  Note that the shelflisting is the same for the AACR2 and the RDA records.

II. Selections

· Continue to apply the Biography Table in CSM G 320 and other special tables in LCC (e.g. P-PZ40) that  provide for subarrangement of “Collected works” and “Selected works. Selections” as appropriate.

· Continue to class and Cutter compilations of two literary works by the same author as “Selected works” or “Selections”as appropriate.

·  Shelflisters have traditionally been instructed to “match” the Cutter number to the conventional collective title appearing in the 240 field.  However, in RDA the access points for conventional collective titles are constructed differently so an exact one-to-one match may not be possible.  
· Continue to apply CSM F 633 for a compilation of works of a living literary author published for the first time regardless of a conventional collective title.
A. “Works. Selections” vs. “Selections”
The word “Selections” cannot appear in a preferred title by itself in RDA.  

In the following example, the second Cutter, A25, is used from the Biography Table.  Note that the shelflisting is the same for the AACR2 and the RDA records.

B. Two works by one author issued together
AACR2 limited the use of the collective title “Selections” to three or more works by one author issued together.  In RDA,“Works. Selections” can be used as a conventional collective title for a compilation of two works by the same author.

In the following example, PA6804.A2 represents the two works Bucolica and Georgica issued together. The collective title “Works. Selections” in the RDA record does not change the classification number.

C. Selections of a living literary author
More conventional collective titles for selections of literary works in a single form by a single author will be used because neither RDA nor the LCPSs have the concept of “adequate titles” found in LCRI 25.10. CSM F 633 say to Cutter a collection of a living literary author published for the first time as a separate work.  This policy has not changed.
In the following example, Table P-PZ40 is applied.  The second Cutter, I5, is used to represent the title proper.  The presence of the 240 does not change the classification number.

III. Facsimile Reproductions
LCRI 1.11 prescribed giving all information about the item in hand, the facsimile, in a 533 field, and information about the original in other MARC fields where bibliographic description is recorded: 245, 250, 260, etc. CSM G140 says to add the date of the original publication plus the work letter a to the call number.  This policy has not changed.  However, the date of the original for a facsimile cataloged according to RDA will not appear in the 260 field.  Instead, the date of publication for the original can be found in subfield $d of a 775/776 field or in Date 2 of the 008 field.
IV. Editions
A. Previous edition cataloged in AACR2

The main entry of an edition cataloged under RDA may be different than that of the 

previous edition cataloged under AACR2 because of  the abolishment of the “rule of 

three.”  For the interim period, PSD has decided the same Cutter number should be assigned if the classification number remains the same.

B. Previous edition cataloged Pre-AACR2

If the previous edition was cataloged prior to the implementation of AACR2 and the main entry has changed because of a change in title or authorship but the classification number remains the same, follow current practice in CSM G 145 and Cutter for the new edition.
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
