2) anything in the follc1wing areas or elements of areas- differs 
frm one bibliographic record to another: titie and statement of 
resyxmsibility area, edition area, the extent statement of the physical 
description area, isnd series area. (For an exception relating to CIP  
items, see below.) 

Whenever the question relates to the p~blication, distribution, 
etc. , area or to ISBNs, consider that the item is a copy if the oniy 
variation is one or more of the folldng:

There are relatively 
f m  examples of this phenomenon, which arises when a publisher uses 
multiple forms concurrently.

5 )  a difference in t3e edition statement or the series whenever 
the item is a CIP  book issued by the publisher in both a hardbound and 
a sof tbmd version. 

For variations in the publication, distribution, etc., area not 
covered by the preceding statements, consider that the item is a new 
edition. Noteworthy e-les for the pi~lication, distribution, etc., 
area are variations involvirg different places or entities transcribed 
or any difference in an entity's m that is suggestix of either a 
name change or a different entity. Examples of the latter case are the

Series Tracing Guidelines

intention of this rule, however, is not to require add& entries for 
all types of series except those explicitly excluded but rather to 
allm individual institutions to define "usefiil collocation1' in ways 
appropriate to their collections and users.

FIELDS 045, 047, AND 048 IN MUSIC RECORDS 

In an effort to improve the piity of the cataloging being done 
and to streamline activities, the Mtsic Section, Spcial mterials 
Cataloging Division, intends to cease cd4ng fleicis 045, 047, and 048 
in msic records winning July 1, 1989. It is felt that these cded 
data fields, developed as retrieval tmls, aye not performing that 
function. None of these coded fields can be linked to the works thq 
represent in a m-ilti-canpsition item, and nme of thm m h link& 
to each other. This means that m7en if the fields were searchable, the 
potential for false hits w111d be enormmxs. This topic has been 
discuss& m y  times, most recently last year with the Music Online 
Users Group without a definite concl1ision being reached. It is hoped 
that music libraries will be stinn-ilated to follw s~jt and that this 
will spxr work tmrds the developnent of a more mrkable alternative 
to 047 and 048 to replace the omrent system of m~isic si-in ject headings, 
which are not geared to efficient online searching and retrimmi. 

The particular iwtns for this proposal is that the coding and 
review of these fields takes a great deal of the -taiqerfs time. 
This is exacerbated by confi-ision and disagreement In their applicatkn. 
This has been dramatically reinforced i7y their not being used in 
minimal level catalcging records.

The Subject Cataloging Division occasionally receives 
correspondence pointing out apparent errors in the list of revis& 
headings pub1 ished in Cataloging Service Bul le t in  (CSR) , or 
discrepancies in data between the CSB lists and Library of Congress 
Sub jec t  Headings (LCSH). These letters sometimes reflect a 
misltncierstanding of the nature and plrpse of the CSB lists. The lists 
in CSR are in no way to be regard& as authority data. LCSE in its 
various manifestations (printed, online, microfiche, and CD-RON) is the 
only true subject authority. LC= is a dynamic file that charges fran 
day to day as subject authority records are added, deleted, or revised. 
Therefore, the CSR lists are aca-rate o~ly at the pint when they are 
first p-fnlishd. 

The lists in CSR are mualiy cmgiled inputting revised 
headings into a database management system; they are not rrach5ne- 
generated frm authority recolu3s. Although every effort is made to 
insure accuracy in the compilation of the C% lists, ?ypqraphicai 
errors are occasionally mde an6 not detected. In the event of m y  
discrepancy betwen a heading as list& in CSR and its ozrrent mbject 
authority record in TXS7d, the authority record, not the CSR list, 
shcjncjnild be reprci& as acaxrate. 

The CSR lists record actual changes that have keen made in 
existing subject authority recon%. They are Intended n~imrily to 
alert ratalq maintenance staff to changes made by the Library of 
Congress. The reason for a specific change may not always he apparent 
simply from examining the list, m d  what may appear confl~s5ng or 
inconsistent in the list can frq-~ently be underst& only by seeing 
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the change within the total context of LCSH. For a library t h t  
maintains strict authority control of its bibliographic records, 
changes shm-ald be made in the library catalog only when the act~ml 
updated authority record is available.

NAC foazsed its March 1988 program sessions on identifying key 
issues of intel iectual property rights in the iibrary network context. 
The goals were to continue the educational process for FAC 
organizations, isolate and propose solutions to intellectual property 
rights1 p r o d m  concerning networ~s, and disseminate the resalts to 
NAC constituents and other appropriate groups. 

The procedin-gs contain a bcicgro~md p p r ,  "Intellectual Property 
Issues and Information Networks," which served as the basis for the 
meeting presentations and ci_9smssions. A sumnary of the pmgramls 
presenta t ions and XAC working grm~ps ' del iberations inc311ds final 
o&emtions concerning some of the problms in applying the current 
copyright law, modifications to the comight system; and how fair use 
wrks in the networking environment. The previous prclgram in April
