1. Collections - Our collection ~ n s i s t s  of approxirnatel$b$Omft. of 3Smm 
negatives and prints6'9'L10 ft of 16mm negatives and prints, and Lfoo 
hours of videotape masters. Of the 35mm materials, approximately w/o 
is nitrate. The cullaclio~l ir~cludes broad COVeragE of all typcs of historical 
roorage lncluulrly ilewbleclb, buulill C C ~ L U I G  G I I I ~ s ,  a i l ~ ~ l t  fcaturca and ohorto, 
documentaries, and stock shots. Roughly 50% of our collection is 
available exclusively from us. Perhaps 10% represents the best surviving 
copy in the U.S. 

2. Preservation . Our p r e ~ e r v a t i n n  program consists of regularly mastering 
original film materials t n  v i r l ~ n t a p e ,  and then storing the original film at 
a different loc.ation. We rarely do film-to-film preservation. 

3. Facilities - Our original materials are kept at a constant temperature of 
6YF, on shelves, in plastic bags and in metal cans on cardboard boxes. 
Relative humidity is not controlled. 

4. Access - Our entire collection is cataloged in a computerized database 
which is available to customers on our premises and also on-line via 
modem. About 50% of the recnrds have complete shot lists.
