Complete this form as early as possible to allow time for the complete competition cycle, including the notice FEDLINK Contracts will place on the Federal Business Opportunities Web site (www.fedbizopps.gov) for Serials Lists larger than $25,000. You should plan a four-month lead time to compete your requirements and establish a Transfer Pay serials account. 

The FEDLINK Serials Handbook has detailed information about serials services and competition procedures. 
Do not use this form if you are establishing a Direct Pay serials account.  Direct pay members can document the competition process for their serials accounts by using the Serials Selection Form.

In addition to submitting the Intent to Compete Serials Subscription Form, Serials Checklist, and your Serials Title List, you must also complete the Online Registration Form to initiate an Interagency Agreement (IAA).  Your IAA must be signed and returned to FEDLINK before your contract can be awarded and the selected vendor can order your titles.
