the east thereof, having a frontage of sixty feet on Berry street and
running back with same width to an alley: Provided, That in no event Preiror.
shall the cost of said additional land exceed the sum of nine thousand Limit of coat
dollars: Provided further, That no money shall be paid from the Treas- Title.
ury on account of said purchase until the Attorney-General of the
United States shall certify that the title to said land is complete in the
United States.
