property in like mauoner as often as may be necessary to secure the value

‘and the site purchased shall leave the building uvsexposed to danger
from fire by an open space of at least forty feet, including streets and
Proviso. alleys: Provided, That no part of said sum shall be expended until the
Title. vahd title to the said site shall be vested in the United States, nor until
the State of Maine shdll cede to the United States exelusive jurisdiction
over the same, during the time the United States shall be or remain the
owners thereof, for all purposes except the administration of the crim-

inal laws of said State and the service of any civil proeess therein.
