CHAP. 1255.—An act making an appropriation to supply a deficiency in the
apYropriation for compensation of members in the House of Representatives and
Delegates from Territories.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives of the
United States of America in Congress assembled, That there is
hereby appropriated out of any money in the Treasury not otherwise
appropriated to supply a deficiency in the appropriation for compen-
sation and mﬂeﬁge of members of the House of Representatives and
delegates from Territories, for the fiscal year ending June thirtieth,
eighteen hundred and ninety, the sum of ten thousand three hun-
dred and sixteen dollars.

CHAP. 1256.—An act_defining certain duties of the Sergeant-at-Arms of the
House of Representatives, and for other purposes.

That the moneys which have been, or may be, appropriated
for the compensation and mileage of members and delegates shall be
paid at the Treasury on requisitions drawn by the Sergeant-at-Arms
of the House of Representatives, and shall be kept, disbursed, and
accounted for by him according to law, and he shall be a disbursing
officer, but he shall not be entitled to any compensation additional
to the salary now fixed by law.

SEC. 4. That the Sergeant-at-Arms shall, within twenty days after
entering upon the duties of his office, and before receiving any por-
tion of the moneys appropriated for the compensation of mileage of
members and delegates, give a bond to the United States, with two
or more sureties, to be approved by the First Comptroller of the
Treasury, in the sum of fifty thousand dollars, with condition for
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the proper discharge of the duties of his office, and the faithful keep-
ing, application, and disbursement of such moneys as may be drawn
from the Treasury and paid to him as disbursing officer of the United
