Good morning!

I'm sure all of you are into your second reading of the Ducrest report on the alternatives for books for the blind operations. The report lists the services provided by network libraries. Here is a summary of what we do and some of the changes that are possible with the alternatives in operations.

Services provided by regional librarians are outlined in section 6 of the Ducrest report. In the first scenario Network Libraries (at least at the regional library level in each state) are necessary to provide the following library services:

· 
distribute NLS books,

· 
promote and market services,

· 
find and process eligible program users,

· 
train and provide technical support for users,

· 
issue playback equipment,

· 
conduct reader‑advisory consultations,

· 
secure state funding sources, and

· 
collaborate with local consumer groups and institutions.

The libraries perform the same services for scenarios 2 & 3 then a major shift in the forth scenario:

· 
Network library responsibility would be minimal or eliminated.

Network libraries in scenario 5 will devolve its collection to popular circulating titles which changes the first item:

· 
 distribute only POPULAR NLS books,

Finally in the sixth and final scenario changes these two items:

· 
facilitate electronic distribution of NLS books,

· 
REQUEST playback equipment be issued,

I checked the NLS Network Library Manual and did not find specifications of what is expected of a network library. So before I read through the report for the third time, I thought I check with all of you to see if there is agreement that this is a concise summary of what we do?

Not much on the Ducrest report but I thought I'd emphasis this:

From page 3 of the Ducrest report

"While the rate of DTBMs and DBs being absorbed by the network has been calculated for each library, one question that arises is how much of the analog collection should be retained and for how long. These questions are not being asked as much by the network libraries as much as by their administering agencies that see a potential increase in shelf space for other collections as the collections for blind and physically handicapped individuals are reduced."

Network librarians should be asking the same questions. Currently in Missouri 80% of the talking books circulation is now digital and is expected to reach 90 plus percent in a few months while our shelve hold 240,663 cassette books to 11,726 digital books. That is 95% of our talking book shelving is holding cassette books that will no longer be needed. Actually more shelf space than that since the digital book is half the size of the cassette book.

I think the excess program needs an immediate revamp to help remove cassette titles no longer needed and a completely different approach to excess is needed for digital.
