Notes on Workgroup reports:

1.  METS Primer final release after the following tasks are accomplished:

· Awaiting external editor’s inputting of his suggested changes to the Primer

· Still need a sourceMD example which we can get from Robin on audio files, hopefully.  The full XML document in the back does not have to have a sourceMD as part of it.  
· Need to identify / mark the bookmarks in the PDF so that sections and other pertinent points in the document can be included.  
· Still need to find out the options for the Print on Demand version of the final version.

· For maintenance purposes, Barrie Howard has requested that any hyperlink references be made to internal links only rather than external links.

· The document already has an ISBN and descriptive MD assigned to it for CIP at LC.

2.  Website Review:
· A number of pages are up on the permanent site including the home page and the tools page.  
· Next up is the Editorial Board page after the question answered about whether Board members mind having an actionable email address on the site.  Those present were find with that;  if anyone objects, we can change that name.
· Yet to be finished to put up include the Implementation Registry page which is very near completion, plus the Profile pages and the Presentation pages.  No report on the Example METS pages.

3.  International  Association for Internet Archiving 

Tobias reported that he has received no formal response yet from the forum for his query about using METS for web archiving.  He has gotten feedback from the University of Australia Library, however.  It appears that one of the restricting factors for use of METS  as well as any other encoding and transmission protocol is their use of XML technology.  Questions are being asked about whether some other mechanism might be more useful, i.e., something more binary.  The group needs to collect more information about what is needed in this area.  
4.  Fedora Collaboration:
As Patrick was not present at the meeting, there was nothing to report on any efforts on this front.  If it appears that some collaboration in this area is warranted, a small group of Board and other METS community members could move forward as a small working group.  

METS Profile Re-think:
· No action to report in this area although it is clearly an important one for the next year.  

· We need a group leader for it.  Brian volunteered to start;  

· Others interested in working on this topic include Jenn, Rob, Morgan, and Robin.  Nancy and Rick are interested once their other commitments for the Board are completed.

METS and PREMIS:
· As Rob was not present at the meeting, we did not know what PREMIS Best Practices work group discussions has ensued other than what was conducted on the PIG and METS listserv discussions.   

· Generally, comments indicated that the Board was reluctant to make much of a change to the METS schema to accommodate a means for wrapping metadata generally within adminSec.  

· More information needs to be gathered and a formal request would have to be made before considering a change.  We hope to get more information from Rob at the next meeting.

Training and Communication:

· A meeting had not yet been set up to start discussions on the video training that has been approved by DLF for this year.  

· Once that is defined, the rest of a strategy for training and communication can be discussed.
