Tobias reported that the National Diet Library in Japan has issued a report of the findings from a Questionnaire Survey on Digitization of Audio-Visual Materials and Long-term Preservation of Digital Information which includes the fact that many of their target organizations are using METS.  In the category “Guidelines or standards applied for ensuring long-term preservation and access” OAIS, METS and PREMIS were commonly mentioned.
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
