Update on DLF & METS
· Nancy reported a conversation with Rachel Frick, the new program officer for DLF at CLIR who has agreed to provide a meeting space at the conference hotel for Wednesday afternoon and Thursday morning for the MEB meeting.  AV will be provided, but no food.  Yet to be determined is how much wireless access will be provided beyond a single Ethernet line.  Rachel will be getting back to us on that.  
· Rachel also agreed that CLIR can be the sponsoring agency for the IMLS Laura Bush Sparks! Ignition Grants for Libraries and Museums that would support the Integrative Practices work with the DDI,  EAD, and TEI communities.  She suggested approaches to the grant in terms of innovation (the purpose of the grant) and also suggested a  telephone call with Chuck Thomas, the Senior Program Officer for Libraries who could give us feedback and advice on how to pursue the grant.  Deadline for the grant application is November 15th.  Nancy will follow-up on this activity. 

· Two proposals have been submitted to the DLF Fall Forum Program committee:  one a Reading Discussion proposal of a yet to be written White Paper on Reimagining METS, and the 2nd on a panel presentation / discussion of developing best practices for use of Fedora and METS.  Notice of proposal status is tentatively scheduled for September 10th.  Due to the opportunity for feedback on the viability of the proposals to the DLF Program Committee, the suggestion was made to announce the Reimagining METS effort.
