1. Extending the RDA BIBCO Standard Record (BSR) for multiple formats.

b. Hybrid Record Guidelines Task Group

Deferred decision: The proposed change to PCC RDA FAQs to require recoding of AACR2 NARs to RDA when used in new RDA cataloging after March 31, 2013 was deferred.
Action 1: Done. LC guidelines and examples developed for recoding AACR2 NARs to RDA were sent to PoCo to aid in decision making.

Action 2: Gather statistics to determine how many NARs are being recoded and the amount of time needed to recode them.

c. Relationship Designator Guidelines
Status: The report was discussed and posted for public comment through Dec. 31, 2013.
Preliminary PoCo decisions: 

· Relationship designators should be mandatory for creators but possibly not for other access points

· The concerns about encoding relationship designators from RDA Appendix K in MARC 21 (section 4.4, page 11 of the task group report) should be addressed.
· PoCo would like the task group to further discuss recommendations for proposing new relationship designators 
· After training in RDA, PCC catalogers may add relationship designators from the RDA appendices to both RDA and AACR2 records.
· A plan is needed for batch adding relationship designators to existing records.
Action 1: Write a short discussion paper on relationship designators and RDA Appendix K.
