US RDA TEST RECORD COLLECTION PLAN

GLOSSARY

Common original set (RDA):  the set of records for the 25 “common set” resources cataloged by every test participant following RDA.  These are items identified by the US RDA Test Coordinating Committee.  This set will include bibliographic records and may include authority records.

Common original set (Non-RDA):  the corresponding set of records for the 25 “common set” resources cataloged by every test participant following the cataloging rules currently used (pre-RDA).  This set will include bibliographic records and may include authority records.

Common copy set:  a set of 5 records cataloged by every test participant that will represent copy cataloging.  This set will include bibliographic records and may include authority records.
Extra set:  any records beyond the common original and common copy sets. This will include bibliographic records and may include authority records.

US NATIONAL LIBRARIES RDA TEST PARTICIPANTS

Step 1:   LC’s Policy and Standards Division (PSD) will send an email to each of the test institutions requiring them to answer a few questions about their test participation.  Initial questions will ask them to identify:

1. Institution and contact person for record exchange.

2. Whether they will create records in OCLC Connexion or their local system.  If in OCLC, they need to identify their OCLC symbol.
3. Whether any institutional staff participants in the test are also part of a consortium test group.
4.  Whether they will create both bibliographic and authority records.

5.  If they create authorities, whether they are NACO participants.
6.  Whether they will be creating MARC 21 records or some other record syntax.

7.  Confirmation that the records they submit as part of the test may be posted on an LC website and provided to the test evaluation committee. 

Step 2:  Based on the answers, PSD will send additional instructions to the institution about how their records will be collected.  The additional instructions will be tailored to the institution’s specific situation (e.g., if they create only MARC records; if their test records will be in OCLC; if they are using their local system).
Step 3:  LC will perform the following actions:

1.  Collect a complete copy of “common original set” bibliographic and authority records cataloged using RDA for each institution, and the corresponding set using current cataloging rules. 

a. “Compare” the common original set records using TMQ record compare software and provide the results to the US RDA Test Coordinating Committee.

b. Provide eye-readable text files to the US RDA Test Coordinating Committee.

2.  Collect a complete copy of “common copy set” and “extra set” bibliographic and authority records and provide eye-readable text files to the US RDA Test Coordinating Committee.

3. Concatenate records from all participating test institutions in the following categories and post them on an LC website:

a. all common original set bibliographic records created using RDA


b. all common original set bibliographic records created using current rules


c. all common original set authority records created using RDA


d. all common original set authority records created using current rules


e. all common copy set records


f.  all extra set bibliographic records


g. all extra set authority records

h. any combinations of the above desired by the US RDA Test Coordinating Committee.

RDA TEST RECORDS FROM NON-TEST INSTITUTIONS
Institutions not selected as participants of the US National Libraries RDA Test may submit RDA records cataloged after the release of the Toolkit and before December 31, 2010.  However, the records should not be submitted until the period October 1-December 31, 2010.  Also, these institutions should not submit any additional records cataloged using current (pre-RDA) rules.  

Step 1:  LC PSD will send messages to various email lists regarding this option, requesting replies to LChelp4rda@loc.gov.  LC PSD will respond to these volunteers asking additional questions in order to establish a profile for the institution (type of records they create, permission to post, etc.).  Based on institution replies, LC PSD will send instructions to the institutions as to how their records should be submitted to LC.  

Step 2:  LC will collect the test records from the non-test institutions.
Step 3:  LC will concatenate the bibliographic and authority records from all institutions and post them on an LC website.  These records from non-test participants will not be concatenated with records from test participants.

Step 4:  LC will provide an eye-readable text file of each group for the US RDA Test Coordinating Committee. 
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
