BIBFLOW is a two-year project of the UC Davis University Library, funded by IMLS and commenced in 2014. The primary focus of the project is to investigate the future of academic library technical services operations, i.e., cataloging and related workflows, in light of new technologies, especially advances in the semantic web, and emerging data exchange models that are flexible and extensible, “machine” and human friendly, such as BIBFRAME.
