PREFACE

The first edition of Class U, Military Science, was published in 1910, the second in
1928, the third in 1952, the fourth in 1974, and the fifth in 1992. The first edition of Class V,
Naval Science, was published in 1910, the second in 1953, the third in 1974, and the fourth
in 1993. A 1996 edition combined classes U and V into a single volume. This 2008 edition
of U and V cumulates additions and changes made since the publication of the 1996 edition.

In the Library of Congress Classification schedules, classification numbers or spans
of numbers that appear in parentheses are formerly valid numbers that are now obsolete.
Numbers or spans that appear in angle brackets are optional numbers that have never been
used at the Library of Congress but are provided for other libraries that wish to use them. In
most cases, a parenthesized or angle-bracketed number is accompanied by a "see"
reference directing the user to the actual number that the Library of Congress currently uses,
or a note explaining Library of Congress practice.
