Mr. Lincoln in Cleveland,

The trains yesterday brought multitudes of
people to the city, and in addition the country
round about poured in its crowds in wagons,
on horseback and on foot, drawn by curiosity
to see the “Rail Splitter.” By three o’clock in
the afternoon, Euclid street was alive with
teams and people, moving toward the Euclid
street depot. The mud was terrible, and during
a portion of the afternoon it alternately rained
and snowed. A al many residences on Eu-
clid street were handsomely decorated with
flags and various devices. While riding to the
depot we were greatly amused by the comments
of a proniinent Republican politician, as his eye
caught sight of the various flags. A number ot
aspirants for offices in the gift of the President
reside on Kuclid street. The comments of the
Republican ran about as follows: * That big
flag means something. 1t must be a bid for U.
8. Attorneyship. Pretty well for you, old fel-
low. Such a'long pole as that ought to knock
the persimons. Just see the flags on Mr. ——'s
house. That means nothing less than a Mar-
shalship. BPen’t you wish you may get it.—
That’s right. Hang your banners on the outer
walls, If LINCOLN can’t read ‘post-office’ there
he must b eblind as a bat. There is a modest
little flag. Guess that man don’t want any-
tLing, or perhaps he would be satisfied with a
gmall Consulship. Band of music! A whole
string of flags ! 'Wonder what he is after,” &e,,
&c.

At the Euclid street Depot the Artillery and
Dragoons were drawn up: in line on Euclid
street west of the Station, and Phenix Engine
Co. and th : Firemen’s Board were drawn up on
the opposite side of the street. The Grays were
stationed to keep the platform and station heuse
clear of the crowd.

The train arrived at the time specified and its
approach was announced by the booming of
cannon.

Mr. LixcoLn alighted from the train leaning
on the arms of two members of the City Coun-
cil Committee and proceeded through the sta-
tion house to the carriage provided for him. A
smile illumined his countenance as he passed
through the crowd (a friend insists on calling it
a disagreeable smirk) and he bowed stifly and
angularly as he passed along. The carri e was
an open one and drawn by four white hors
driven by HENRY NormiNeHAM, Esq., Supt. lof

As the procession moved down Euclid street
the throng was immense. Windows, doorways,
porches and in sume cases roofs were crowded
with spectators eager to see the new President.
Mr. J. G. HussEx’s place was handsomely deco-
rated and a band of music was stationed on a
platform next the street. 'When Mr. LINCOLN’S
carriage arrived opposite the house Mr. H.
walked out with his little daughter in his arms
who presented Mr. LiNcoLN with a handsome
boquet for which he rewarded her with a kiss,
Mr. STACEY’S place was handsomely decorated
and presented a fine appearance. When the
procession arrived at the Weddell House both

Jank and Buperior streets were densely throng-
ed with people. After Mr, LINCOLN had been
conducted to the balcony of the hotel he was
received by the President of the Council, Mr.
MASTERS, as follows:

Honored Sir:—The pleasant duty devolves up-
on me to extend to you in behalf of the citizens
of the City of Cleveland through their munici-
pal representatives, a cordial welcome to this
city and community.

In extending this welcome I am but speaking
the voice of our men of business, our m\n[nnl: [
—whose numerous repres tm\u
me—of farmers who have largely
of men of all trades, avoeations, profe
and parties, who merge all distinction in that
name common to them all, and best loved by
them all—Ameriean eigizen. They bid me wei-
come you as the oflicial representative of their
country, chosen in accordance with the Consti-
tution which they venerate and love. They bid
me express to you their unconditional loyalty
to the Constitution and country which their
fathers transmitted to them, and which they fer-
vently hum may, by the blessinge of God, be
transmitted \IIHIlljid e¢d to their children aud
childrens children.

Again, I bid yon a hearty welcome,

On behalf of the citizens. Judge Andrews ad-
Mr. Lincoln as follows :

MR, L 1\'«“\»1 N—SI8—I have the honor, omgbe-
half of the citizens of Cleveland, to l(l)(,qt the
welcome you have already rec uvtd Lhrouwh the
official organs to this city, and to express the
great satisfaction that we all derive from this
personal interview.

We come today, sir, forgetful of party distine-
tion, and as citizens of a common country, to
tender to you the homage of our sincere respect,
both for your pvrsmml character and for the
high station to which you have been called by
the popular will; and though unexampled diffi-
culties and embarassments mmd upon the thres-
hold of your administration, we will cherish the
hope that by the blessing of Divine Providence
you may be enabled cute the high trust
confided to you 80 as to ay cxcitement, cor=
rect misappenhension, restore harmony, and re-
instate this glorous Union of ours in the affec-
tions and confidence of the whole people. Itis
true indeed, that in the late peaceful contest for
the chief Magistracy, we have acted under vari-
ous political orga tions, and have differed &
to men and measures.. Yet, sir, in every en-
lightened effort to support Lhc prerogativesgand
honor of the General Government, in every de-
termination to uphold the supremacy of law, in
every measure wisely designed to maintain un-
impaired the constitutional rights of all the
States or of any of the States, and in every con-
cession congistent with justice and truth, that
looks to the promotion of peace and concord,
there is not a man in the vasy multitude here as-
sembled to doyou honor who will not give youn
his cordial and earnest support.

Such, I am persuaded, sir, are the views of
those Irepresent, and to whom for any further
expression of their sentiments I shall now refer
you. .
Fellow citizens, I have the honor of introduc-
ing to you the Hon, ABRAHAM LINCOLN, the
President elect of the United States.

Fellow-citizens of Cleveland and Ohio :—We
have come here upon a very inclement afternoon.
We have marched for two miles through the rain
and the mud. :

It is, fellow citizens, for the whole

abound on every side, the,Union can never be in
danger. I would, if I ceuld, instill some degree
of patriotism, and confidence into -the political
mind in relation to this matter.

Some of you didn’t
vote for him who now addresses you. Although
quite enough of you did for all practical purposes,
to be sure. (Cheers and laughter.)

What they fear, who seek to destroy the Union,
is altogether artificial. What is huppemn” to
hurt them ? I am asked the question whether
there is any change in the feelings and senti-
ments of the peoplc ? Have they not the same
Coustitution and laws that they ulwuys hava had,
and have they power to change them? Are
not fugitives returned as xeadlly as Lhcy always
have bcen ? 8o, again, I say the crisis is arti-
ficial ! Tt wasn’t lll‘l’ll(,d up, and it can’t be ar-
gueed down, but before long it will die of itself.
(Cheers.) 'I have not strenr'h fellow citizens, to
address you at great length, and I pray that you
will excuseme; but rest assured that my thanks are
as cordial and ~m<,eu for the efficient aid which
you gave to the good cause, in working for the
good of the nation, as for Llu, votes which you
geve me last fall.

There is one feature that causes me great
pleasure; and that is to learn that this recep
tion is given, not alone by those with whom I
chance to agree, politically, but by all parties.—

I think that I am not selfish when I gay that this
is ag it should be, If Judge Douglas had been
elected President of the Lm ed bmtes, and had
this chum" been pass ing Lhrou“‘h your city, the
prubllcam ought, in the same manuer, to have
come out to receive him. If we don’t ms lI\e com-
mon cause and save the good old ship, nobody
will be pilot hereafter.
