THE PRESIDENT'S CAR

JOURNEY,

AND

[From the New York Times, of Feb. 18.]

On Saturday afterneon, the Special Committee
of Aldermen and Councilmen deputed to wait
upon the President elect and tender him the hoepi-
talities of the City, started on their mission, in-
tending to meet Mr. Lincoln at Albany. After
the official tender of the City's hospitalities,
arrangements will be perfected for his recep-
tion and entertainment during his brief stay
here. It is understood that apartments for Mr.
Lincoln have been secured at the Astor House by
the Committee. He will be received on his arrival
to-morrow afternoon, in the new depot of the Hud-
son River Railroad, foot of Thirty-first street, and
escorted to his quarters, passing through Ninth
avenue, Twenty-third street and Broadway, Mr,
Van Ranst, of Canal street, who has charge ofthe
vehicular portion of the proceedings, has assigned
for the use of the President elect the carriage pur-
chased for and used by the Prince of Wales, which
has never been used since he rode in it. On Wed-
nesday, Mr. Lincoln will receive the people in the
Governor’s Room. The hours for the re cvpfiou
will be officially announced by the Committee.

The car in which the President elect is e <pected
to reach this city on Tuesday is & splencid one,
and does great credit to the officers of the Hudson
River Railroad. Ithasjust been constructed, and
fitted up expressly for the occasion—under the
supervision of Mr, Town, Superintendent of the
car-ghop of the Company—in the moet substantial
manner, and ig provided with Creamer’s patent
brakes, for instantly stopping the train in case of
accident or danger. Its exterior ia finished off in
narrow perpendicular panels of fine workmanship,
painted a deep orange color,relieved by dark orna-
mental lines on the bands. The whole is highly
varnished, presenting a rich appearance. The
body of the car is surmounted by an elevated roof,
amply provided with improved ventilators-on each
Bic Its interior is warmed by two of Spear’s
patent railroad car heaters, and lighted, if neces-
sary, by four new and elegant candle burners, with
cut-glaes globes.
