THE SOUTHERN CONFEDERACY.

There are already signs of discontent among
our brethren of the South, which portend no
very lasting existence to the new Government.
Should the demands of the ‘ gallant little State,”
foreshadowed by the following extract from the
Charleston Mereury, not be acceded to, we may
look for bloody times. Will ghe try the latest
panacea for all ills, secession? The complications
of the question become interesting :—

““We regret that any Provisional Government
was formed at all, and in one or twe important
particulars confess to disappointment and sur-
prise at the Government and laws enacted. It
seems that the United States Protective Tariff of
57 has been adopted, and that a positive condem-
nation of the institution of slavery, through the
slaye trade, has been inserted into the Consti-
tution itself. Neither of these did we ex-
pect. We did not suppose that any Southern
Government, whether for a wmonth or a year,
would sanction the policy of Protective Ta-
riffis, The tariff of ’57 is odious and oppres-
give in its diseriminations. It was made to favor
Northern enterprise at the expense of the people
of the 8outh—a huge free list, for them—the bur-
den of taxation for us to bear, and we maintain is
adverse to revenue, unjust in principle and op-
pressive in practice.  Whether this is brought
about by a partial remission in duties or a partial
imposition, is still the same in effect. We enter
our protest against the schenmie and policy, both
as regards ourselyes and in the results, so far as
foreign nations are concerned; and their friend-
ship, at this time, is valuable to us. In cach re-
spect free trade is the true policy of the Confed-
erate Btates.

“We deem it also unfortunate and mal apropos
that the stigma of illegitimacy and illegality
should be placed upon the institution of Slavery,
by a fundamental law against the glave trade, In
our opinion, it i# a matter of policy, and not of
principle, to be decided now and hereafter, from
sound views of the necessity and safety of our
people.

! RECEPTION OF MR LINCOLN BY MAYOR
wWoopn.
LB ned

SBPEECHES DY MAYOR WOOD AND MR. LINCOLXN.

Yesterday morning, Mr. LiNcoL¥ and some
niénibers of his suité. todgk. breakfast with Moss
H. GRINNELL, at his residence corner of Fout-
teenth strect and Fifth Avenue, and returned to
the Astor House about ten o’clock, At eleven
o'clock he went to the City Hall, and was formally
received by Mayor Woob.

The ceremonies took place in the ‘ Governor’s
Room,” punttually at 11 o’clock;  As early as 10
o'clock, the Police, under the immediate superin-
tendence of Deputy CARPENTER, fook {heir sta
tion at the City Hall, and a space was enclosed by
chains, leading to the stairs, within which none
but those having the privilege of entry into the
* Governor’s Room,” were admitted. At half-
past ten, a large crowd of persons had assembled
in the patk, awaiting the arrival of tlie President
elect. A few minutes before eleven o'clock,
Mayor Woeod, accompanied by the members of
the Comnion Council and ef the city press, took
up theit position inthe Governor’s Room, and
shortly afierwards the shouts of the people out
glde annoanced that Mr. Lincoln had reached the
City Hall He soon appeared, accompanied by
the Commnittee of the Common Council appeinted
to meet him in Albany, and was introduced by
the Chairman, Ald. Cornell, to Mayor Wood.

The Mayor stood on one side of a table that
occupies the upper end of the room,and Mr.
Lincoln took up a pesition immediately opposite
to him, on the other side of the tal The ap
pearance of the two men was most striking. The
Chief Magisfrate of the City, dressed, with his
usual good taste, in asuit of black, the black over-
coat buttoned tichtly across his breast; looked
steadily at his distinguished visitor, and never re-
moved his ey¢ tom him dnring the ddivery of
the two addresses. - The Chief Magistrate of the
Nation, also dressed in black, and taller by the
head than the Mayor, looked calm and ¢ollected,
and returned the steady gaze that was fixed upon
him.

Mr. Wood, in a clear, distinct voice, spoke as
follows :
Mr. LiNcouN: As Mayor of New York, it
becomes my cuty to extend to you an official
welconie in behalf of the Corporation. In doing
80, permit me to say, that this city has neyer
offered hospitality to a tnan clothed with more
exalted powers, or resting under grayer respon-
sibilities, than thost which eirctmstances have
devolved upon you, Coming into office with a
dismaembered Governnient to reconstruct, and a
disconnected and hostile people to reconcile, it
will require a high patriotism, and an elevated
comprehension of the whole country and its
varied interests, opinions, and prejudices, to so
conduct public affair¢ as to bring it back again
to its former harmoniwus, consolidated, and pros-

perous condition.

_If T refer to this toyc, sir,itis because New
York is deeply interestél, The present political
divisions have sorely affiited her people. ~ All her
material interests are piralyzed. Her commer-
cial greatness is endangerel, She is the child of
the American Umnion. 8he has grown up under
its maternal eare and been fostered by its paternal
bounty, and we fear that i¥the Union dies, the pre-
sent supremacy of New York may perish with it.
To you, therefore, chosen under the formg of the

Jonstitution, as the head of the Conftaacy, we
look for a restoration of fraternal relatiins be-
tween the States, only to be accomplishei [y
pedceful and conciliatory means, aided by ‘lhe
wisdom of Almighty God.

‘When Mayor Weod censed speaking, a murmur
of half-suppressed applause passed round the
room, and Mr. Lincoln replied rendily, and with a
firm, slow utterance, as follows #

My. Mayor :—It is with feelings of deep grati-
tude that I make my acknowledgments for the
reception which has been extended to me i this
great commnerclal city of New York. 1 can but
remember that such reception is tendered by a
people who do not by 4 majority agree with me
in political sentiments. ¥ the more grateful
on this account, because it is evidence that in
support of the great principles that underlie onr
Goyernment, the people are nearly or quite wnan-
imous.

In regard to the difficulties which encompass
us af thig time, and of which your Honor has
thought i fo gpeak 80 becomingly, and so justly
as I suppose, I tan only say that 1 agree with the
sentiments expressed by the .\:fuy.ar,

In my devotion to the Union, I hope I am nof
behind amy man within the Union'; buf in the
wisdom necessary to so conduet affaif® as to se-
cure the preservation of the Union, I fehir' that I
may be deficient, and that too great confidence
may have been reposed in me. I am sure, how
ever, that I st least bring a heart devoted to the
Union. :

There is nothing whick eould ever bring me to
consent willingly to the desfrietion of that
Union under which, not alone thé great coming
ciul city of New York, but the whole ¢onnfry
acquired greatness, unless it should be the Yoss of
that for which the Union itself was made,

As 1 understand it, the ship is made for the
carriage and the preservation of the cargo, and go
long as the ship can be saved with the cargo, it
should never be abawdoned.

Wae should never cease i otir efforts to save it,
80 long as it can be done withiowt throwing ove
board the passengers and the cargd. 8o long as
the prosperity and liberty of this peopl¢ ésm be
preserved in the Union, it will be my purposé
and shall be my cffort at all times to preserve that
Union,

And now, Mr. Mayor, again thanking you for
the reception which has been given me, allow me
to close my remdrks.”

The utmost order and siletics were preserved
during the delivery of Mr. Lincoln’# reply. At its
close, the members of the Common Connicit and
of the State Government were introduced to¢
the President-elect, and then the police regulations
below were relaxed, the restraining chains were
removed, dnd ‘‘the People” allowed to invade the
City Hall with a rush, and to push their way to
the door of the Governor’s Roofl

The crowd confinued to pour in until one
o'clock, when the doors were closed. Mr. Lin-
OOLN was then conducted to the balcony, and,
after quiet had been restored, spoke as follows :—

Friends—I.do not appear for the purpose of
making a speech ; I design to make no speech.
I came merely to see you, and allow you to see
me—(cheers)—and I have to say to you, as I have
said frequently to andiences on my journey, that
in the sight I suppose I have thebest of the bargain
(Cheers.)  Assuming that you are all for the Con-
stitution, the Union,—(cheersj—and the perpetual
liberties of this people, I bid you farewell.

The Mayor then conducted him to his carriage
and he returned to his hotel. On reaching the ho-
tel, he found several gentlemen awaiting a pre-
sentation, among whom was Governor Fism and
Wn. M. EvArTs. Immediately after he had en-
tered his parlor, Mr. BARNUM had an interview
with him. As the President did' not vigit the
Museum, it is to be supposed that he declined the
inyitation extended to him. During the af-
ternoon a large number of prominent
citizens and sojourners in the city, were
introduced ' to = him, . among = whom  was
Col. Jomn C.  Fremont, Judge PraBODY
and Hiram BARNEY. According to programme
Mr, Lincoln visited the Opera in the evening, ac-
companied by several of his suite. His appear-
ance in the private box was the signal for a round
of cheers. = During an intermission ‘“ Hail to the
Chief” was sung with striking effect. During its
singing the stars an stripes were unfurled in
the rear part of the stage, at the sight of which
the entire andience gave vent to their enthusiasm
by prolonged and vociferous cheering.  8hortly
after nine o’clock Mr. Lincoln retired, leaving
behind the members of his guite that accompanied
him. Shortly after reaching the hotel he retired
for the night.

During the evening Mrs. Lincoln held a private
levee in the reception room. Ahout two hund-
red ladies called upon her, After this ceremony
was through, the Hoboken Quartette Club was
admitted to the room, and performed several dif-
ferent pieces of music.

This ended the day’s proceedings so far as re-
gards the President-elect, but about five o’clock
an additional attraction was added by the arrival
of Vice-President-elect, Hannmibal Hamlin, and
family. Mrs. Hamlin was present at Mrs. Lin
coln’s levee,

At least an hour before twelve o’clock(midnight),
a large erowd commenced to gather in the space
in front of the Hotel to hear the serenade an-
nounced fo take place ot that hour.
