W ASHINGTON, April 18.—In accordance with a
recolution passed at a meeting of the citizens of
Illinois, held at the National Hotel, yesterday af-
ternoon, the citizens of that State assembled at
Willard’s Hotel preparatory to paying their re-
spects to his Excellency Andrew Johnson, Presi-
dent of the United States.

Governor Ogelsby presented the delegation, and
addressed the President as follows:

Mr. President; I take much pleasure in present-
ing to you this delegation of citizens of Illinois,
representing almost every portion of he State. We
are drawn together in this city by the mournful
events of the past few days, to give some feeble
expression to the feeling we, in common with the
whole nation, realize as pressing us to the earth, by
appropriate and respectful ceremonies.
thought it not inappropriate before we shall sepa-
rate to seek this interview th your Excellency,
that while the bleeding heart is pouring outits
mournful anguish over the death of our beloved
late President, the idol of our State and the pride
ot the whole country, we may earnestly express
to you, the living head of this nation, our delibe-
rate, full and abiding confidence in you, as the one
who in these dark days must bear upon yourself
the mighty responsibility of maintaining, defend-
ing and directing its affairs

In the midst of this sadness, through
pressive gloom that surroux we look Lo you
and to a bright future for our country. The assassi-
nation of the President of the United States deeply
depresses and seriously aggravates the entire
nation: but under our blessed Constitution it does
not delay, or for any great length of time retard its
progress—does not for an instant disorganize or
threaten its destruction. The record of your whole
past life is familiar to us. All the splendor of your
recent gigantic efforts to stay the hand of treason
and assassination, and restore the flag to the utter-
most bounds of the republic, assure that noble
State we represent, and, we believe, the people of
the United States, that we may safely trust
destinies to your hands, and to this end we come
in the name of the State of Illinois, and we confi-
dently believe, fully and faithfully expressing the
wishes of our people, to present and pledge to you
the cordial, earnest and unremitting purpose of our
State to give to your administration the strong
support we have heretofore given (o the adminis-
tration of onr lamented late President, thte policy
of which we have heretofore, do now, and shall

Gentlemen—I have histened with profound emo-
tion to the kind words you have addressed to me.

In an hour like this of degpest sorrow,
were it possible to embody in words the feelings ot
my bosom, I could not command my lips |g utter
them. Perhaps the best reply I could make, and
the one most readily approprate to your kind as
surance of confidence, would be to receive them in
silence.

The throbbing of my heart since the sad catas-
trophe which has appalled us cannot be reduced to
words, and oppressed as I am with the new & 1d
great respongibility which has devolved upon me,
saddened with grief, I can with difficulty respond
to yon at all But I cannot permit such expres-
sions of the confidence reposed in me by the people
to pass without acknowledgment, To an indivi-
dual like myselt, who has never claimed much,
put who has, it is true, received from a generons
people many marks of trust and honor for a long
time, an OCCAasion like this, and a manifestation of
publiec feeling so well-timed, are peculiarly ac-
ceptable. ‘Springing from the people myself, every
pulsation pf the popular heart finds an immediate
answer in my owp. By many men in public life
such oceasions are cften considered merely formal.
To me they are real. Your words ol countenance
and encouragement sink deep in my heart, and

nated. The decease of the Chief Magistrate of a nation
at any period is an event which profoundly affects the
public mind, but the time, manner and circumstances
of President Lincoln’s death render it the most momen
tous, most appalling, most deplorable calamity which
has ever oefallen the people of the United States :

*‘The thoughtless and vicious may affect to derive
satisfaction from the sudden and tragic c'ose of the
President’s career, but every recflecting person will
deplore the awful event. Just as every thing was hap-
yily conspiring to a restoration of that peace under
the benignity and maguanimous policy of Mr. Lin-
coln, comes this terrible blow. God grant that it may
not rekindle or inflame the passions ag That a
state of war almost fratricidal should A 3 to
bitter feelings and kloody deeds in the field was to he
expected; but that the assassin’s Kknife and bullet
should follow the great and best loved of the nation in
their daily walks, and reach them when surrounded
by their frienes. is an atrocity which will shock and
appal every honorable man and woman in the land.
The secresy with which the assassin or as assins pur-
sued th ir victims, iudicates that there were but few
accomplices in the inhuman crime,.

““The abhorrence with which it is regarded on all
sides will, it is hoped, deter insane and malignant men
from the emulation of the infamy which attsches to
this infernal deed. We cannot pnrsue the subject fur-
ther We contemplate too deeply and prinfully the
terrible aspects of this calamity,to comment upon it
further. The people of Patersburg had this afilicting
news yesterday, bef re it was made public here. Judge
W.T.Jaynes, R A. Pryor.John Lyon and other pro
minent citizens united in a call for a public meeting to
express, if words could do +0, their grief for so sad an
event, their abhorrence of the deed, and their sympa-
thy for the bereaved We know that the citizens of
Richmond will take similar action.”

The expedition under Major Greneral Stoneman,
which left Knoxville, Tenn., on the 10th ult,
struck the East Tennessee railroad on the 14th ult.
at Wytheville, Christiansbarg and Salem. Be-
tween these points thirty-three bridges were
burned and twenty-five miles of track totally de-
stroyed, and besides many prisoners were taken,
and considerable guantities of corn and other
stores destroyed.

On the 6th inst. General Stoneman moved; via Jack-
gonville, Danbury and Marksville, arriving at Grant’s
Creek, five miles from Salisbury, N. O., the rebel line
for the defence of the town,at 6 A. M. on the 12th inst.

This line ,defended by artillery and infantry, wassoon
forced, and our forces entered Salisbury at 10 A. M.,
capturing 8 stands of colors, 19 guns, 1164 prisoners,
1000 stand of arms and accoutrements, 1,000,000 rounds
of small ammunition and 1000 rounds of fixed am-
munition and shells, 60,000 pounds of powder, 75,000
complete suits of clothing, 350,000 army blankets,
and 20,000 1bs. of bacon, 107,000 1bs. of salt, 20,000 1bs. of
sugar. 27,000 1bs, of rice, 10,000 1bs, of saltpetre, 50,000
bushels of wheat, $100,000 worth of medical supplies,
and 7000 bales of cotton. Thirteen pieces of artille
were brought away, and all other stores not needed for
our immedate command were destroyec The greuter
qugx‘l of these supplies had just been received from Ra

eigh. One large arsenal, machinery complete, with
depots, two engines and trains. several bridges be
tween Greensboro and Danville, with several miles of
r-ilroad track, were destroyed. Our loss'was very few
in killed and wounded. Among the latter was Captain
R. Morrow, A. A. G. of Stoneman’s staff,

Blue Ridge into the Yodkin river,in order to obtain
supplies for men and horses. There we were oetained
three days by a freshet. Thence we struck for Ohris
tiansburg. On the route I detached Colonel Miller,
with a portion of his brigade, to Wytheville, and
Major Wagner, with a portion of the 15th Pennsylva-
nia ( Palmer’s brigade), to Big Lick.

These three points were struck almost simultane-
ously. Colonel Palmer attacked,and after some fight-
ing captured Wytheville, destroyed the depot of sup-
plies at that point and also at Mair’s Meadow. Major
Wagner, after striking the railroad at Big Lick,
pushed on towards Lynchburg, destroying on his way
the important bridges over Big and Latfle Otter, and
got to within four miles of Lynchburg. With the
main body I effectually destroyed the road between
New river and Big Lick.snd then struck for Greens
boro, on the North Carolina Raiiroad. , Arrived near
Salem, N. C.,1 detailed Palmer’s brigads to destroy
the bridges between Danwille and Geeensboro and be-
tween Greensboro and the Yadkin river, and the large
depots of supplies along the road. This duty was per-
formed with considerable fighting, the capture of four
hundred prisoners, and to my entire satistaction

With the other two brigades, Brown’s and Miller’s,
and the artiilery under the command of Lt. Reagan,
we pushed for S:lisbury, where we nnd about 3000
troovs under the command of Major General Wm. M.
Gardiner, and fourteen pieces ot artillery under com-
mand of Colonel (late Lieutenant General) Pemberton.
The whole formed behind Grant’s creek, about two »nd
a half miles fr. m Sali bury. As soon as & proper dis
position could be made, I ordered a general charge
along the entire line, and the result was the capture of
the whole 14 pieces of artillery and 1364 yrisoners, in-
cluding 63 officers. All the artillery and 116¢ prisoners
are now with us. The remainder of the force was
chased through and geveral miles beyond the town, but
scattered and escaped into the woods. We remained at
Salisbury two days, during which time we destroyed
15 miles of railroad track and the bridge toward Char-
lotte, and then moved to this p int,

From here we shall move to the south side of tha
Jatawba river and be in position to operate toward
Charlotte and Columbia, or upon the lhnS;-] of an army
moving south. Following is a partial list of the public
property captured north of Salisbury and destroyed by
us : Four large cotton factories and 7000 bales of cot-
ton; four large magazines containing 10,000 stands of
small arms and accoutrements, 1,000.000 rounds small
arm ammunition, 10,000 rounds fixed artillery ammu-
nition and 70,000 pounds of powder; 35,000 bushels corn,
50,000 bushels of wheat, 60,000 pounds of cured bacon,
100,000 suits gray uniforms, clothing, 250000 army
blankets, 20,000 pounds harness leather, 10,0 pounds
of saltpetre; also, a very large amount of sugar, salt,
rice and other stores, and medical supplies valued by
the rebel medical directors at $1.0,000 in gold. In ad-
dition, the arsenal at Salisbury

The military prison was being fitted up and was
filled with machinery sent from Raleigh and Rich-
mond, a'l of which was destroyed. The depota along
the route traversed by our various yparties have fur-
nished us = ith abundance. The number of horses and
mules captured and taken along the road I have no
means of estimating., I can say, however, that we are
much better mounted thin when we left Knoxville;
huve & surplus of lead-animals, and sufficient besides
to haul off all our captures, mount a portion of the
prisoners and about a thousand contrabands, and this
after crossing Stoné mountains ouce and the Blue
Ridge three times, and a march made by Headquarter
gince the 20 h of last mouth of 500 miles, and much
more by portions of the command.

The rapidity of our movements in almost every in
stance caused ounr advanced guard to herald our ap-
proach, and make the surprise complete. Gen. Gillem,

The only casualty in my staff was Captain Robert
Morrow, A. A. G., who, while gallantly assisting
Major Keogh, my A. D. ,leading the 11th Kentucky
cavalry in the fight at Salisbury, was on his twentieth
birthday severely, but not dangerously, wounded in
his left knee.

I have never been upon a battle-field; but O, my
countrymen, could you all but®%ee the reality or effects
of this horrid war, as I have seen them, (in every State
but Virginia,) I know you would think like me, and
would pray the Almighty to create in the northern
mind a sense of right and justice, (even should it pos
resg no seasoning of mercy,) and that He would dry up
this sea of blood between us,which is daily growing
wider. Alss! poor country, is she to meet her threat-
ened doom? Kour vears ago I would have given a
thousand lives to ses ber remain (as I had always
known her) powerful and unbrokeun. And even now
I would hold my life as naught to see her what she
was

0. my friends, if the fearful scenes of the past four
years had never been enacted, o1 what has been had
been but a frightful deFeam from which we could now
awake, with what overflowing hearts could we bless
our God and pray for his continued favor. How 1 have
loved the old flag can never now be known. A few
years since and the entire world conld boast of none so
pure and spotless. But I have of late been seeing and
hearing of the bloody deeds of which she has been
made the emblem, and would shudder to think how
changed she had grown.

The following order of the Secretary of War aun-
nounces to the armies of the United States the un-
timely and lamentable death of the illustrious ABRA-
HAM LINCOLN, late President of the United States:

WAR DEPARTMENT, WASHINGTON, April 16,

The distressing duty has devolved upon the 8¢ =
tary of War to anrounce to the armies of the United
States that at twenty two minutes after 7 o’clock on
the morning of Saturday, the 15th day of April, 1 3
ABRAHAM LINCOLN President of the United
States, died of a mortal wound inflicted npon him by
AN ASSAs-IN.

The armies of the United States will share with
their fellow-citizens the feelings of profound horror
inspired by the most atrocious murder of their great
and beloved President and Comma ‘der-in-Chief, and
with profound sorrow will mourn his death as & na-
tional calamity.

The headquarters of every department, post, station.
fort and arsenal will be draped in mouruing for thirty
(30, days, and appropriate funeral honors will be paid
by every army and in every department, and at every
military post, and at the Military Acadery &t Waest
Point, to the memor~ of the late illustriors Chief
Magistrate of the nation and Commacvder-in-Chief of
its srmies

Lieutenant General Grant will give the nea¢ssary in-
stroctions for carrying this order into effect.

Qo the day after the receipt of this order, at the head-
quarters of every military division or department of
