THE TO-DAY.

The mortal remains Abraham Lincoln
will arrive in Philadelphia this afternoon. A
1oly occasion has not occurred in
history. Philadelphia is oppressed with
gloom. II; all her highways and by-ways
mourning weeds decorate the long lines of
‘houses. From the dwelling of the humblest
operative to the palace of the wealthiest mil-
fionaire, all unite in one unanimous disposition
1o manifest their genuine sorrow at the great
loss which the nation has sustained. From
the temples of Divine worship, from the resorts
of the multitude, from the warehouses and
stores where the trade and commerce of the
metropolis are conducted, from hotels, banks,
exchanges, public halls, ifi short from every
structure in Philadelphia which has a name or
purpose, there droops the sable badge of woe.
“I'he city grieves in every fibre of her vast
frame. This is no slight or transient feeling.

and lasting impression.
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No common bereavement could have evoked
such an extraordinary demonstration from the
people. We have shownmuch less sorrow for
the loss of our own best and bravest. But, in-
deed, here is an instance where the calamity
exceeds in magnitude anything previously ex-
perienced. It comes home to every man and
woman in the community. Many have lost
mear and dear relatives with a lighter sense of
woe than that which bows them now. The af-
fliction is national. The humiliation is na-
tional. The hand of the assassin intrudes in
ecutive affairs for the first time. It has
stricken down our beloved Chief Magistrate at
the moment when he was most honored, most
nmniversally respected, most cherished by every
loyal heart in the land, and when all the world
was learning to regard him as pre-eminently
the man of the age.

Four years ago he raised the flag on Inde-
pendence Hall amid the shouts of an immense
multitude. At the same time he enunciated
the great principles of human freedom, accom-
panied by the memorable declaration that he
would sooner be assassinated than surrender
them. We were then at the threshold of the
mightiest struggle in all recorded time, and as
we now look back to that declaration his words
have all the solemnity prophecy. The
danger came. The troubles thickened around
him. But he stood unappalled. True to the
principles he had pledged himself to maintain,
he strove on steadily, not seeing the end, but
believing it certain.
