the remains, The Guard of Honor, divided into

Iwelve waiches, did duty until the lid was fastened
On.the casket, relieving each otker every iwo hours.
At eleven - o’clock the Grand Marshal, Gen, W.
Haxx, with his Sub<Marshals, Col. N. B, Labau, Col.
Frank E. Howe, Gen, J. H, H, Ward, John Tucker,
Bens. Winne and Col, E, F, Shepherd, with Mr,
Abram Wakeman and others, entered the Governor’s
Room, took a farewell look at the body and retired.
They were followed by Hon. D. D, Warrxzy, Acting
Mayor of Brooklyn, with the City Councills, the Su-
pervisors, members of the bar, &c., under convoy of
Sergt Bord, of the Forty-first Precinct, ' Archbishop
MgCroskey, accompanied by the Vicar-General, Fa-
ther Srares, then entered the catafalque, where they
remained some little time, At alittle after eleven,
the sergeant sot the Veteran Corps,who came to car-
y the coffin to the hearse, filed into the room, taking
position at the side of the hall. The embalmer and
undertaker then proceeded to close up the casket,
Prior to this. & notable group gathered about it
Gepn, Dix, Gen. Townsend, Gen. Hunter, Gen, Ram-
say, Gen. Eaton, Admiral Farragut, Admiral Davls,
and the watch of the hour. Nothing was sald.

THE FUNERAL CAR.

It was drawn slowly down the line to the east
gute, then turned back and nearly up to the centre
of the esplanade, leaving a line of marchof, perhaps,
forty feet from the precise centre, to the car, The
yeader will p.cture it thus : imagine a bpx twelve or
fifteen feet long, by six feet wide, on wheels ; the
box covered with black broadcloth, which falls to
§he ground, entirely concealing the wheels ; on this,
silver lace and fringe are elaborately and effectively
displayed, embroidered in the shape of shlelds and
gtars, and fringing delicately yet richly the entire
drape ; above this box 1s reared a pavilllon, Ameri-
can flags decorating each pillar, and it In turn cover-
od with cloth ‘ormamented like the other, and sur-
mounted by a temple of liberty with a gilded dome,
fromn which floats the national colors ; heavy mourn-
Ing plumes from every available point, and the ele-
gance and costliness of the arrangement are only
equaled, by the entire beauly and symmetry of its
shape and iis perfect adaptation to the service for
whioh it was Intended.

The

Even during all the night Tuesday,
preliminaries for the great funeral procession had
been going forward at many points in the ecity, Be-
fore dawn, the stir increased. Almost as soon as it
was light, the vast mass of our greaf metropolitan
population began to wmove percepiibly foward the
sadly magnificent ceremony of the day. At firat,
solitary soldiers, uniformed and armed, or single
civilians, in decent black, were gathering to a thou-
sand rendezvous of regiment, soctety, club or asso-
ciation, as to centregof crystallization sprinkled over
the extensive cily map. And while uniform and
civic costume varied In their respective many
ways, iwo universal marks, distinguishable, indeed,
in almost every citizen, whether to be participant or
spectator of the sombre pageant—the erape badge on
the arm, and the countenance serious and often sad
—gilently witnessed that the vast city arose In one-
ness of heart to offer a last testimony of grief and
love at the death of the 'liberator, the ‘patriof, the
honest man and the wise ruler,

Within an hour or two, the primary gatherings for
the occasion were malnly complete. During all the
rest of the forenoon, the hundreds of separate organs-
izalions of all kinds from which the procession as a
whole was to be articulated, were steadily moving
towsrd the system of streets in whicn ils

EIGHT GRAND DIVIBIONS
were to form, These streets may be sufficlently well
represented by a fan wide open, the handle at the
City Hall'Park, and the eight stlcks, (the divisions)
spreading out North, East' and South, from Broad-
way around eastwardly to Nassau-street, The First
Division standing 1o line for a mile and three quart-
ers on Broadway from the Park to Fourteenth-st1eet,
could thusbe conveniently followed by each of the
otners In its order, all erossing the Park and wheel-

ing to the right into Broadway.
THE SPECTATORS

As the time of starting approache
crowd of spectators lined the whole of the appointed
route; standing often in a denseé human hedge fwelve
or fifteen feet deep along the curb-stones.. Another
almost equally numeroug body occupled the steps,
gratings and inner border of the walk; whnlle
all windows were filled with men, women and chil-
dren— occupancy being often sold for money, and ad-
vertised by handbills posted up outside. Thousands
and thousands of these lookers-on were too young to
know their right hands from their left—~and were
doubtless brought In order that, in old age, they
might say they saw the funeral procession of Asra

character of action, and breathe ftseit forth in the
assertion of thé policy to which he fell a sacrifice
The standard which he held in his hand must be uo:
litted agaly, higher and more firmly than béfore, and
must be carried on to triumph.’ Above everything
else, his proclamation.of, the lst day of January,
1863, declaring throughout the parts of the country
in rebellion the treedom of all persons who had been
held as slaves, must be affirmed and maintained,

Events, as they rolled onward, have removed every
doubt of the legality and binaing force of that proo-
lamation, The country and the rebel government
have each laid claim to the public service of the
slave, and yét butone of the two can have & rightful
claim to such service. That rightful claim belongs
to the United States, because every one borm on
their soll, with the few exceptions of thechidren of
travelers and transient. resiaents, owes them a pri-
Iaary’ allegiance. Every one so born has been
counted among those represented in Congress ; every
Blave has ever been represented in Congreas—imper-
fectly and wrongly it may be—but still has been
counted and represented, The slave born
on our so0il always owed alleglance to the General
Government. It may in time past have been a
qualified alleglance, maxjfested through hls master,
as the allegiance of a wara through its guardian or of
an Infant through fis parent. ®at when the master
became false to his allegiance the slave glood face to
face with his country, and his allegiance, which may
before have been a: qua ified one, became direot and
immediate. His chains tell off, and he stood. atonoce
in the presence of the nation, bound, liké the reat of
us, todts public defence. Mr. LiNcorw’s proclamation
did but take notice ol the already existing right of the
bondman to freedom. The treason of the master
made it a publicerime for the slave te contlnue his
obediepce ; the treason of a State set free ihe collec-
tive bondmen of that Siate,

This doctrine i8 suppérted by the analogy of preoce-
dents. Inthe times of feudalism the: treason of. the
lord of the manoy deprived him of his serfs ; the 8pu-
tious feudalism that existed among ws differs (n
many respects, from the feudalism of the middle
ages, but so far the precedent runs parallel with the
presentcase—for treason the master then, for treason
the master now loses his slaves,

In the middle ages the sovereign appolnted anoth-
er lord over the serfs and the land which.they culti-
vated ; in our dav the sovereign makes thewm masiers
of their own persons, lords over themselves,
