As the procession approached and viewed
the face of the deceased, it divided, one file
passing out at the north door of the Assembly
Chamber, and thence through the norih gate
of the Park, and the other cut of the south
door and gate.

‘which have prevailed the past week, but yes-
terday our citizens were busily engaged repair
ing the damage. =By these culward demon-
strations of respect and grief, by the appropri-
ate resolutions which have b2en adopted by
nearly every organizition in the city, and by
other methods, they have shown in
every possible manner their regard for the
Pregident, and their horror at the damned
deed which has removed him from the head
of the Nation.

Among the noticeable additions to the deco-
rations of the residences of our citizens, the
Governor’s house stands pre-eminent for taste.
We have algo noticed the following, but thera
are doubtless others which have escaped our

TO-DAY.

Heaven could not have granted a better day
than this has been, in which to display the
regard felt by the public for the Nation’s Sa-
vior and Martyr, and their grief at his sudden
and horrible death. Not a cloud chscured the
gky, and the day wes as warm and pleasant
as could have been desired.

: 4 ay the advance guard of strangers
reached the city, and all lsst night and this
morning they continued to pour in. Hotels were
overflowed. We have heard of persons who
had to take up lodgings in & school house. As
people poured into the city this morning, they
fell into line in State street, and moved to-
ward the Capitol. By nine o’clock the side-
walks on each side of the street were filled
with persons anxivus to prees their way up-
ward. The line soon reached around into and
up Broadway. Amid all this vast throng,
strange as i, may seem, the utmost order was
observed, and our strects were free from noise
and confusion. With every arrival of trains
new delegations reached the city. The su

thorities of Troy, Bchenectady, Hudson, West
Troy, Cohozs, Lansingbutgh and Waterford,
having acce pted the invitations exierded them,
arrived during the forencon.

The Tweny-fourth Regiment, N.G.8.N.Y,
Colonel Isaac McCoxrtie commanrding, from
Troy, turned cut seven hundred strong, with
four pieces of artillery, and presented an ex-
ceediogly fine appearance. The Trojans come
down the Vanderbilt.

Oa the exterior
the panels between each window are covered
with the finest of black cloth, with three stars
to each pinel, arranged et appropriate dis
tances, while the other mouraing insignia on
the cars give them the appearance and effzct
we believe never excelled, or even equalled, on
any road.

EEARSE CAR.

The Hearse Car, and the car for the G
of Honor, came from Washiogton, aad will
carry the remains and the guard to Spring-
field. While the car for the transportation of
the guard presents a very fine appear-
ance, the Hearse Car, of course, iy the
centre of attraction. Itis divided into three
apartments. In the centre is a State room,
with two luxurious velvet lined berths, and
furniture in unison. An apartment at one end
is assigned as the resting plec2 for the re-
mains of the President, and that of the other
for those of Little Willie Lincoln. Oa the
ccfiiin of thelater we observed several wreaths
of flowers, one of which was a most magnifi-
cent sffiir, and had been placed there, we pre-
sume, tempora:ily, during the absence of the
remains of the President. It had for its baece
a shield covered with flowers, over which, and
larger than the shield, was laid a splendid cross
of flowers, the whole surrounded by a magnifi-
cent circlet of flowers. We copy the followirg

The exterior of the Iearse car
rich chocolate color, and has on the cen-
tre paneling a painting of an Ameri-
can eagle. It is draped with curtains
of black cloth, fringed with silver.
The curtains are festooned with heavy silver
cord and tassels, supported by silver eagles.
The windows of the interior are also covered
with black cloth.

This car was prepared expressly for the
use of the President, under the supervi-
sion of Gen. McCorLuM, and is now used for
the first time to convey th@ mortal remains of
the President to their last resting-place. How
sad, how suggestive of the fleetness of all
things earthly, is the fact.

An Important Decizslon.

states and have no right to come to places
where their homes were in the loyal States
prior to the Rebellion.
Second : That persons in the Civil gervice of
the Rebellion or who have otherwise given it
support, comfort and aid, and were residents
of Rebel territory have no right to 1eturm to
Washington under that stipulation.
Third : That Rcbzl officars have no right to
wear their uniform in any of the loyal States.
The~ Attorney General adds: that such officers
having done wrongin coming into the loyal
States, are but adding insult to injury in weer-
iog their uniform, that they have as much
right to bear their traitorous flig through the
streets of a loyal city a3 to wear their traitor-
ous garb, and that the stipulation of the sur-
render permits no such thing, and that the
wearing of their uniform is an act of hostility
to the Government.
