CLEVELAND, 7 A. M.

As we pass the Lake side of the city thousands of per
sons are gathered on the sloping green hillside, all hay
ing a good view of the train. H\"h np we see an arg
with the inscription, ‘* Abraham Lincoln.” It is draped
in mourning, and the supports are covered with alter-
nate stripes of black and white. Tmmediately under
the arch is a lady dressed in horizontal bars of the na
lisnal colors, to represent the g 1s of Liberty. She
holds in her hand a flag, and this, together with her
pap, is bandaged with mourning. It is a laudable and
pxpre -nu\l- figure.

All places of business are closed. Colors are dis
pln_»m} at half-mast. A national salute of 36 guns is
tired, and half hour guns will be fired till sunset. We
proceed to Euelid-st. station in the cars. This is the
point where Mr. Lincoln embarked for Washington
just previous to his first inauguration; and here the
procession was formed.

The -coffin was placed in a hearse, the roofing of
which was covered with the national flag, with black
plumes, and otherwise tastefully and appropriately
wdorned. The military escort embraced Major-Gen
Hooker an staff, and Gov. Brough of Ohio and
and the ¢ » escort of civie guard of honor was fol-
owed by the U. 8. civil officers, veterau soldiers, mem-
bers of the City Council and City officers of Cleveland

The columns
have been draped and wreathed with evergreens and
white flowers in the beautiful manner. = Black
eloth falling as ourtains and fringed with silver, are
caught and loaped back to these columns. From the
center of the canopy the floor and sides of the dais aill
govered with black cloth, drooping from the four cor:
rs, bordered with silver fringe;-and the borders of the
sornice are brilliantly ornamented with white rosettes
sud staes of silver.

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RELIGIOUS SERVICES.

The religious services, after the remains had been
placed upon the dais, were performed by the Right Rey.
Bishop Mell aine, who, in the course of his prayer,
ssked the blessing of heaven on the immediate family
of the deceased, and a sauctification of the event which
bad called the nation to mourn to the good of him
who bad succeeded to the Chief Magistracy. He then
Nk\d a part of the funeral service of the Episcopal
Chureh, ightly altering the text to suit the occasion,
and moved many of the listeners to tears
