August 4, 1886. CHAP. 894.-An act to empower the Board of Foreign Missions of the Methodist
-Protestant Church to hold property in the District of Columbia.

Preamble. Whereas the Board of Foreign Missions of the Methodist Protestant
Church was incorporated in the year of our Lord eighteen hundred and
fifty-two, in accordance with the laws of the State of Pennsylvania;

Whereas it is questioned whether said corporation can lawfully take
and hold property in the District of Columbia without the leave and
assent of Congress: Therefore,
