the ravages of the Mexican cotton-boll weevil and other insects and
diseases affecting cotton, and for no other purpose, five hundred
thousand dollars, which sum shall remain available until the close of
the fiscal year nineteen hundred and five: Provided, That of this sum
not to exceed two hundred and fifty thousand dollars may be expended
by the Secretary of Agriculture in such manner as he shall deem best,
in cooperation with State experiment stations and practical cotton
growers if the Secretary of Airiculture shall deem it advisable, to
meet the emergency caused by the ravages of the Mexican cotton-boll
weevil and other insects and diseases affecting cotton,and the remainder
of the five hundred thousand dollars herein appropriated (not less than
two hundred and fifty thousand dollars, however) shall be used exclu-
sively to stamp out and eradicate foot-and-mouth disease and other
contagious diseases of animals.”
