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That the Auditor for the State and other Departments and the auditor
of the District of Columbia shall each annually report the amount of
such advances, stating the account for each fiscal year separately,
and also the reimbursements made under this section, together with
the balances remaining, if any, due to the United States: And pro-
vided further, That xl:;lgﬁing contained herein shall be so construed as to
require the United States to bear any part of the cost of acquisition
of(iand for street extensions, and all adl\)rances heretofore or hereafter
made for this purpose by the Secretary of the Treasury shall be
repaid in full from the revenues of the District of Columbia. Here-
after the Commissioners of the District of Columbia shall not submit,
nor shall the Secretary of the Treasury transmit to Congress regular
annual estimates for expenses of the government of the District of
Columbis for any fiscal year that shall exceed in the aggregate a sum
equal to twice the amount of the total estimated revenues of the Dis-
trict of Columbia for such fiscal year. Said estimates shall take into
consideration and embrace all charges against the said revenues
arising under appropriations other than the regular District of
Columbia bill. Iéuch annual estimates shall not be published in
advance of their submission to Congress at the beginning of each
regular session thereof.

Sec. 8. All laws and parts of laws to the extent that they are
inconsistent with this Act are repealed. ~

CHAP. 251.—An Act Making appropriations for fortifications and other works of
defense, for the armament thereof, for the procurement of heavy ordnance for trial and
service, and for other purposes.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives of the United
States of America in Congress assembled, That the sums of money herein
provided for be, and the same are hereby, appropriated, out of any
money in the Treasury not otherwise appropriated, to be available
until expended, namely:

for similar work: Provided, That the Secretary of War shall report
in his annual estimates to éongress the number of persons employed,
their duties, and the amount paid to each.

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BOARD OF ORDNANCE AND FORTIFICATION.

To enable the board to make all needful and proger purchases,
experiments, and tests to ascertain, with a view to their utilization
by the Government, the most effective guns, small arms, cartridges,
projectiles, fuses, explosives, torpedoes, armor plates, and other 1m-
plements and engines of war, and to purchase or cause to be manufac-
tured, under authority of the Secretary of War, such guns, carriages,
armor plates, and other war material as may, in the judgment of the
board, be necessary in the proper discharge of the duty devolved upon
it by the Act approved September twenty-second, eighteen hundred
and eighty-eight ; to pay the salary of the civilian member of the Board
of Ordnance and Fortification provided by the Act of February twenty-
fourth, eighteen hundred and ninety-one, and for the necessary travel-
ing expenses of said member when traveling on duty as contemplated
in said Act; for the payment of the necessary expenses of the anrd,
including a per diem allowance to each officer detailed to serve thereon,
when emploged on daty away from his permanent station, of two
dollars and fifty cents a day; and for the test of experimental guns,
carriages, and other devices procured in accordance with the recom-
mendation of the Board of Ordnance and Fortification, one hundred
thousand dollars, the expenditure of which shall be made by the sev-
eral bureaus of the War Department heretofore having jurisdiction
of the same, or by the board itself, as the Secretary of War may direct:
Provided, That before any moneyshall be expended in the construction
or test of any gun, gun carriage, ammunition, or implements under
the supervision of the said board, the board shall be satisfied, after
due inquiry, that the Government of the United States has a lawful
right to use the inventions involved in the construction of such gun,
gun carriage, ammunition, or implements, or that the construction or
test is made at the request of a person either having such lawful right
or authorized to convey the same to the Government.

No money appropriated by this Act shall be expended except for
goods of American manufacture, save in cases when, in the judgment
of the Secretary of War, it is to the manifest interest of the United
States to make purchases in limited quantities abroad.

CONTINGENCIES OF THE ARMY: For all contingent expenses of the
army not otherwise provided for, and embracing all branches of the
military service, including the office of the Chief of Staff, to be
expended under the immediate orders of the Secretary of War, fifteen
thousand dollars.

ArMY War CoLLEGE: For expenses of the Army War College, being
for the purchase of the necessary stationery, ofhice, toilet, and des
furniture, text-books, books of reference, scientific and professional
papers and periodicals, prinfing and binding, maps, police utensils,
and for all other absolutely necessary expenses, including twentv-five
