request of the governor thereof, to whatever State the Secretary of
War may determine to have furnished the majority of men to any
such organization at the time of its formation: Provided, however,
That where it is impossible to determine what State furnished a
majority of the men of an organization at the time of its formation,
or where any organization was so cosmopolitan in its original make-
up that it is impossible to identify it with any particular State, the
colors of such organization will be turned in to the Quartermaster
General for such national use as the Secretary of War may direct:
Provided further, That the title to all such colors, standards, and
guidons shall remain in the United States: And provided further,
That the Secretary of War shall require assurance that proper pro-
vision has been or will be made for their care and preservation before
returning or sending the same as herein authorized.

SEC. 3. That in all cases in which the Secretary of War has here-
tofore furnished to the National Museum any property of the kinds
described in section 1 hereof, or has disposed of any colors, standards,
or guidons of demobilized organizations of the United States Army
in the manner provided by section 2 hereof, his acts and doings in the
premises are hereby ratified and confirmed.
