This report was submitted by the Depubly Judge Advocate for War
Crimes, European Command, Lt, Colonel C, E, Straight, to the Judge
Advocate, European Command, Colonel James L, Harbaugh, Jr,, pursuent
to the requirement of letter, Headguerters, United States Forces,
European Theater, to Theater Judge Advocate, file AG 322 JAG-AGO,
subject:  "Inactivation of War Crimes Activities,” 7 March 1947,

‘The report covers the pre-trial and trial phases of that portion of

the war crimes program, dealing with the so-called conventlonal war
crimes cases, conducted by the United States Military Forces in
Europe between the dates June 194k and July 1948, Insofar as the
post~trial phase of the program is concerned it covers only the
initisl reviews and recommendations prepared directly under the
Deputy Judge Advocate for War Crimes which were submitted to the
Judge Advocate, United States Forces, European Theater, for his

. fuarther consideration and action,

The report does not deal with the final review operations of
the Theater Judge Advocate, nor with subseguent post-trial action
relating to modification and clemency, Nor does it reflect the
legal proceedings thereafter initiated by the accused in Federal

Courts, Accordingly, reference must be made to later reports or

other official records in order to determine subsequent action or
final disposition of any case,

in addition to the other duties and responsibilities imposed
upon‘tie Judge Advocate, United States Armed Forces in Europe, hé
;és éssigned the duty of developing the evidence in war crimes cases
and thé trial thereof ., This opefation is_aptly described by the
Supréme Court §f the United States as a second phase of war, i.8.,
the éeiégng and subJecting to discipline those of the enemy who, ﬁn
their attempt to thwart or impede our military effért,‘violéﬁed the
Llaw of‘warol Because of the unprecedented developments in this war,
this task was without parallel both from the standpoint of its
magnitgde and the novel questions of international law involved.,

Thié report relative to the war crimes operation covers the
period from June 1944 %o July ;948, The ébmmand comprising the
United States Armed Forces in Burope was known as “furopean Theater
of Operations, ﬁnited States Army,” gntil 1 July 1945; as "United
States Forces, European Theater,” from that date to 15 March 1947;

and as “Buropean Command,” following the latter date. Each of thess

commands ordinarily will be hereinafter referred to as the "European

Thester.” The titlé of "Commanding General" was applied to the
commander of the first two éommands, and the title of "Commander-in-
Chief™ is applied to the commander of the European Command. The
commander of each of these commands ordinarily will be hersinafter

referred to as the "Theater Commsnder." The Supreme Commender,
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Allied Expeditionary Force, was also Command{ng General, European
Theater of Operations, United States Army, The unified command of
Allied Expeditionary Force was terminated on 13 July 1945, The
Supreme Headquarters, Allied Expeditionary Force, will ordiharily

be hereinafter referred ﬁo as "SHAEF," The principal legal officer
of the European Theater of Operations, United States Army, and the
United States Forces, European Theater, was designated as the
"Theater Judge Advocate." Upon-the organization of the European
Cémmahdphe was designated as the "Judge Advocate, European Command."

The principal legal officer of these three commands will ordinarily.

‘be hereinafter referred to as the "Judge Advocate,"

In carrying out the assigned war crimes mission, the Judge
Advocate operated through the War Crimes Groupg which formed a>yart
of his offiee; wntil 1 November 1946, On that date the War driﬁms
Group was organized as a unit, designated as "7708 War Crimes Grouéa"
Both these agencies ordinarily will be hereinafter féferred to as
the "War Crimgs Group,” The Deputy Judge Advocate for War Crimes
willnordinarily be hereinafter referred to as "Deputy Judge Advocabte,”
Hp was in charge of the War Crimes Group of the Judge Advocate's
Office, After the organization of 7768 War Crimés Group, the Deputy
Judge Advocate served not only as such staff officer of Headquartérs,

European Theater, but also as Commanding Officer, 7708 War Crimes

Group.

Because of changes in the apposite mission directives, in the

- organization of war crimes agencies, amnd in the assigmnment of

-



operational respongibility, and perticularly because operational
control was progressively centralized in Headquarters, European
Theater, some aspects of the operation can be best treated by con-
gidering the mission in its four main phases, i.e., the “preliminary
phase,” early 194k to December 194k; the “First phase,” January 1945
to July 1945; the “second phase,” July 1945 to July L9ké: and the
“third phase,” July 1946 through Juﬁe 1948, These dates only form
rough boundaries for the phases and in somé instances the boundaries
are not distinct, there being an overlap of the phases iuto the
periods indicated, The preiiminary phase is warked by a substantial
lack of national policy as to the punishment of those who committed
war crimes, broad restrictions on trials of war criminals, and almost
a complete lack of appreciation of the magnitude of the impending
problem. During the first phase, initial operational responsibility
was in the army groups and the major commende in the commmicabtions
zone, with primary emphasis on the collection of evidence and the
apprehension of war c#iminal suspects, During most of this phase it
was still not appreciated that war crimes had been committed on an
extremely vast scale. In the second phase, which was wholly within
the occupation period, the resitrictions on trials were removed, but
initial operatiocnal responsibility as to the investigation and trial
of cases remained decentralized and rested with the Third and Seventh
United States Armies of Oocupation and the United States Forces in
Austrié; During the third phase, the operational responsibility for

the entire operation in the US Zone of Occupation, Germany, was
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assumed. by Headquerters, European Theater, Initial operational
regpongibility was assigned to the Deputy Judge Advocate,

The primasry purpose of this report is to provide a historical
summarybof the problems encountered, together with their solutions,
for the benefit of those.who might in the Putmre be assigned a
gimiler mission. VWhile it is not believed practicable to get forth
with particularity all of the numerous novel legal questions en-

countered or all the problems which obstructed operations, the major

. legal and operational problems will be briefly treated, In this

connection, & continuous shortage of gqualified persounel was the

cardinal - Impediment,



I1. ADMINISTRATION

A, First Phase:
During this phase the War Crimes Group was located in
Paris, France, with Theater Headquarters, No prior arrangements
having been made therefor, it was virtually impossiblé to obtain
personnel within the European Theater to staff the War Crimes Group,

the war crimes agencies in subordinate commands, and the War Criumes

”»

Investigating Teams,

SHAEF concluded that most ofvthe violations of the law
of war had been committed outside Germany an&, conséquently, antici-
pated that most of the war crimes investigations would be effected
éutsideﬁGermany. There being no appreciation of the tremendous
number of war crimes which had been and were being committed, the

hasty plans as to organization, personnel; equipment and facilities

were inadequate for the mission at hand, Furthermore, the War

Department took no effective steps to make trained or untrained
personnel available and it was nob until the end of hostilities that
a gubstantial number of personnel for the war crimes operation couid
be made avallable within the European Thester. Prior to that tiﬁe,
only a nucleus of persommel had been ocbtained for the War Crimes
Group and the war crimes branches of the army groups =nd armies,
Only seven Wér Crimes Investigating Teams were organized prior to

the end of hosfilities, the remaining 12 being soon thereafter
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staffed and organized in accordance with prior plans, Realizing
that psrsonnel for the migsion were not available in the European
Theater; urgent requests therefor were continuously made of the War
Department_by teletype conferences and otherwise, commencing in

April 1945,
Similar difficulties continued until the cessation of

hostilities in the procurement of specialized or ordinary equipment,

such &8 ordinary equipment necessary for the organization of War
Crimes Investigating E[.‘eamvs° .

The dominant objective of the United Stetes Armed Forces
in BEurope béing the forcing of capitulation on the part of the |
eneny and in the absence of prior plans therefor, it is nob unusual‘
that diffiéulty wes encountered by Theater Headquarters in focusing
the attention of subordinste commands upon the necessity and urgency
of investigations, apprehensions, and congregation of war criminal
suspects and unfriendly witnesses to war crimes; |

Near the end of this phase it was appai'ént that the War
Crimes Group was located too remotely from mosht of the field war
crimes agencies, Congequently, upon 'l:'h.e formation of the plan for
Theé:ber Headquarters to move to Frankfurt, Germany, plans were im-
Ax.nedia‘bo.s_l%y made and placed into jeffsct Tor the War Crimes Group to
move to Wiesbaden, Germany, by inbtermittent air 1ifts, as office _
space snd quarters for the persocnnel became available, |

B. Second Phasges

The movement of the War Crimes Group to Wiesbaden was

completed early in this phase, The personnel in the War Crimes Branch,
Headquarters, lweli'th Army Group, were transferred to the War Crimes
Group. The Twelfth Army Group was relieved of all further responsi-
bility in connection with the war crimes operation, Also, the War
Crimes Group therealter operated the newly created War (Crimes Evidence
and Investigation Center, - A chart showing The organization of the

War Crimes Group snd indicating the field war crimes agencies as of
July 1945 appears in Appendix I, /

Theater Headguarters constantly urged the War Departmsnt
to assist in the procurement of the personnel essential to a timely
completion of the program and mads every effort Lo reassign to the
Wear Crimes Group personnel in the European Theater who had experi-
ence and qualificsations suitable or approaching those required for
the war crimes work. WNevertheless, the extremely rapid redeploy-
ment of personnel from the European Theater, both prior and subse-
guent to therfall of Japan; resulted in serious personnel losses
to the understatrfed war crimes agencies as indicated in Appendix 11,
A senior officer from the War Crimes Group was placed on hemporary
duty with the War Department during the latter part of the phase
to aid in the procurement of personnel for the operabtion,

Although the War Crimes Group formsa»é portion of the
Judge Advocate Division, a statl section} the work of the War Crimes
Group was primarily operational in character and it wag imperative

that adequate transport be available to and under its conbtrol in

order that investigations and urgent apprehensions be expeditiously
and effectively made, Gradually the needed transport was thus
assigned, Experienco. alsd demonstrabed that the percentage of
d.ea.d.linéd transport was. eidremely high and that the war crimes
operation was being inordina:bely de‘layeci 80 long as reliance was
had upon obtaining second and third echelon maintenance from the
already overburdened ordnence. maintenmice shops then avellable,

Congequently, the War Crimes Group performed its own second and

‘third echelon maintenance,

Provost Marshal agencies were ovorbx_zrdenedv with assigned
primary missions, including the detention of hundreds of thousands
oF grisoners of war, and could not render effective and timely
service 1n moving individuals of war crimes interest, The intelli-

gence agencies were also o#erburdened with assigned intélligence

‘and security functions s including the enormous task of screening

and processing a tremendous number of individuals in automatic arrest
categories and, consequently, could not furnish war crifi’ss agencies
adeq_ué,te apprehension service, Shortages of personnel f;r other
:judée advocate work in the armies were so severe thab war crimes
pergonnel were used for functions other than investigation of war
crimes cases and alding in the screening of those in detention,
Similarly, although the War Crimes Group was also seriously under-
staffed during the second phase, 'pefsonnel thereof, including court

reporters and lawyers , were utilized for long periods of time in

" conmection with prominent and extended courts-martial cases then



being tried.

As during the first phase, in this second phase the oper-
ational responsibility was in the armies and the Wer Crimes Group
could only make suggesticns to’the war crimes branches of the srmies
as to assignment ot persomnel for duty in comnection with inveétia
gations and service on var crimes tribunals, pricrities to be glven
to certain cases, etc, Similarly, only suggestions could be made
to those branches as to the screening and movement of individuals
thought to be of war crimes interest and the essenitial congregation
of those wanted for war crimes in Central Suspec¢t and Witness En-
closures, As to such screening and congregation those branches
could merely reguest prompt’action by other agencies of their Lead-
guarters,

While many administrative difficuities were encountered
during this phase, ag will be hereinafter demonstrated, the dominsnt
end sll important impediment to the proper cocrdination of the
operahion and a vigorous prosecution of the mission.was the‘absence
of centralized control,

C. Third_gggggz

Near the outset of' this phase, efforts on the part of the
War Department to procure pefsonnel in substantial numbers for the
staff'ing of the war crimee agencies, which had always been under-
staffed, began to bear fruit, However, many of the pérsonnel were
not well qualitied, from the standpoint of experience and training,

for the work.
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‘The Seventh United States Army had been inactivated in
early 1946, At the outset of this third phase the Third United
States Army was relieved of all responsibility in connection with
the development and trial of war crimes cases end operatlonal
responsibility was assuméd by Th_eater Headﬁuartefs, Following 'bhaf
assumpt'ion of responsibili‘bies‘ and with a view to centralizing the
operation, the War Criminal Prison w;as established at Lendsberg,
Germany, the War Crimes FEnclosure was established at Dgehaum%many,
and all wer crimes tribunals were moved to Dachau. The personnel
assigned to the War Crimes ,Brahch, Third United States Army, ‘were
transferred to the War Crimes Groupv and the War Crimes Investigating

Teams were placed under the operational control of the War Crimes

il

Group (App. III).

With the centralization of detention and trial activities
in the facilities at Dachan, it became apparent that the War Crime;cs
Group -wes located too far “cﬂhé’ref‘:r'om0 Also Thesgter Headquarters was
of the opinion that administrative and supply support for the oper-
gtion could -ba improved, if the War Crimés Group and all its field
sgencies wers crgenized into a separate numbesred wnit commanded by
the Deputy Judge Advocate,

Consequently, the 7708 War Crimes Group was orgenized with
its initial station at r?’ﬂﬁge'burgg Germany, which was the closest
point to lDa,chau where-anything approaching suitable facilities for
the headguarters was availalbe (Apps. Iv, Vv, VI, VII). Renovation

of the Arras Caserne Iinto which the headquarters of “the War Crimes

Group moved was begun by the Augsburg Military Post in October 1946,
The move was made by rall following the middle of November, However,
the bulk of the work of renoveting the facilities for offices, bar-
racks, quarters, messes, clubs, motor maintenance shops, etc., was
not completed until near the end of January 1947, This move together
with the subsequenx administrative burdens incident to alding in
renovating the facilities, considerable of which work had to be done
by Wer Crimes Group persomnel, severely interfered with the way -
crimes operation. Not long after the renovetion work on the facili=
ties at Auvgsburg had been completed, Theater Headquarters deemed it
to‘be imperative that Headquarters, 7708 War Crimes Group; wove to
Freising, Germany. The undermenned Munich Military Post could not
furnish many of the minimum types of housekeeping services at the
Freising Sub-post., Moreover, electric current was cnly available
spasmodically, water supply including that for fire protection was
almost non-existent during drought periods, and adeqﬁate_billets
and housing were not available,

Finally, thé headquarters of the War Crimes Grovp was
moved to the McGraw Caserne in Munick, Germamy, in Ssptember 1947,

vhere very satisfactory facilities were made available and sxcellent

“housekeeping services were furnished by the Munich Military Pogt,

the operation of messes and clubs, and the furnishing of third
echelon maintenance, utilities services, eté,ﬁ beling assvmed by
the Munich Military Post,

Adequate housekeeping servive and supply support at the War

Crimes Enclosure for the screening activities and for the war crimes

tribunals were not obtained until the first half of 1947,

During the middle of 1947, in order to reduce the admini-

‘strative burdens of the Wer Crimes Group, the officers assigned to

the Dachau Detachment ‘Wh;D were gserving on war crimesg tribunals were
asgigned to the Munich Militery Post for duty with the War Crimes
Group. The. enlisted men asssigned to that detachment were similarly
assigned; During tﬁe autumn of 1947 , the enlisted men on duty with
the headquarters of the War Crimes Group were attached to the Munich
Militery Post for rations, gquarters, supply, administration and

A, Preliminary:
1. Exploration of Iegsl Problems, As reports of war

crimes committed by ememy military and civilian personnel upon
nationals of the United States and 1ts Allles becams more numerous
and frequent, it was obvious that a well defined national policy
would be eshtablished as te the punishment of those responsible for
such crimes, Consequently, some of the eniticipated legal problems
were explored and analyzed,

. For instance, it was not sebtled law that the protections
extended to prisoners‘of war by the Geneva {(Prisonsrs of War) Cone
vention, respecting imprisomment, trial, and punishmantp do not
extend to prisoners of war who commit war corimes prior to their
capture,e Similarly, it was not settled law that the provisions
of the Articles of War, particularly Articles 25 and 38, are not

applicabls to proceedings before war crimes tribunals, The cone

clusion was reached thait the Gemeva (Prisoners of War) Convention

grants no special rights Lo priscuners of war who have commibtted

war crimes, It was also concluded that the Afti@les of War sre

not applicable to procesdings before war crimes tribunals, Socen
thereafter the United Nations War Crimes Commission, ordinarily
hereinafter referred to as the "UNWCC," reached a similar conclusion as

t6 the first problem and in 1945 the Supreme Court of the United

initiated therefcr until 20 August 194k, 6,1 The army group com-

wenders, as well as commanders of maJor commsnds in the commni-

cations zone, were directed to report incidents involving war crimes
in s menner prescribed in the directive, They were informed that

& stending Court of Inguiry had been established in SHAEF, operating

under the direction of the Assigtant Chief of Staff, G-1, and that

SHAFF would determine whether incidents reported wounld he referred
to the Court of Inguiry for investigatiom,

These directives were operstionally construesd aes requiring
reports of'war crimes, a8 well as investigations thereof by the
Court ovanquiryg only as to incldents involving Allied military
personnel as victimso8’9 Later, reports were required as to all
war crimes, irrespective of the status or nationality of the victims,
Near the end of this preliminary phase, the principle was accepted;v

that each country was resPGnsibla for the investigation of war crimes

Parenthetically, it is notewortiy that SHAEF was of the view that
the majority of war crimes had been committed outside Germany and
thet investigabtions would be "for the most part outgide Germeny,” e

b. Apprehension gnd Detention. The procedure provided

- that after appropriste development of the reported war crimes cases

the country concerned would request that the names of the perps-
trators be placed on the UNWCC Wanted Lists, Thess lisbs were to
be fofwarded by SHAEF to subcrdinate commands for the apprehension
of the war criminal suspe@ts.Y’lo Initially; the directives to
subordinate commanders as to spprehension placéd rrimary enphasis
upon apprehending those war criminal suspects whose nemes sppeared
on listy furnished by SHAEF, i,e., the individuals whose names
appeared on the UNWCC Wanted Lists.Y

Throughout the preliminary phase, segregation of war
criminal suspects in detention was prohibitedlgnd it was specifically

provided that, irrespectivéﬁof vhether they were priscners of war

4. Uperational Responsibility.

a. Reports and investigations, It does not appear

that steps were taken by commands in the communicatbions zone to

- implement the directives,

1n the combalb zone most commahas assigned supervisory
responsibility to their Judge advocate sections, However, as did
SHAEK, lower commands in some instances assigned all or part of
this responsibility to the assistant chief's of staff, G—l,l5 In
most instancesﬁthe operational responsibility wag passed down as
far as armies and in some instances as far as divisions. There
was no uniformity at the operational level as to the agency assigned
operational responsibility., Of necessity, the reporting of war
crimes incidenﬁs was made the responsipility of all personnel.
However, the responsibility for making the investigations; the
type and extent of which were not clearly delineated oy SHAEF
directives, was variously assigned to the judge advocates, the
inspectors general, the assistant chiefs of staff, GwE, or Lo several
ggencies,

b. Apprehension and Deten£ion, Similarly, in the

communications zone there was no implementation of the directives
as to gpprehension and detention and in the combat zone these |
functions were decentralized to the lowest possible level, being

asgigned indiscriminately to one or uwore egencies in addition to
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their normal functions, No provision was made for the congregation

of war criminal suspects,

The War Department
implemented the policy of the Combined Chiefs of Staff prohibiting
the segreation of war. eriminal suspects and directed‘that they be
hendled in such menner as to avoid disclosure that they were being
held for future 'bria.lsolé

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Vv, APPREEENSION AND DETENTION

A, Apprehengion:

A task of equal‘complexity and difficulty to that of the
preservation of evidence as to war crimes was the a.pbrehension and
congregation of war criminei¥susppcts and unfriendly witnesses to
war crimese Throughout the operation, a high degrée of coordination
and cooperation among United Nations was necessary in this connection,
The same was true as to American agencies, parti‘c;ularl;y in the first
and second phases of the opefation when military intelligence ageﬁcies
were relled upon for apprehension service.

The CROWCASS system'wa.s outlined in III,B,3, sui)ra,, The missgion
as_si‘ghed to CROWCASS included, in addition to the registry‘ service
in compection with wer criminal suspects and unfriendly witnesses to
war crimes;, the furnishing of similar service to the Unlted Netions
with regard tq all security suspects;, including millions of members
of organizabions which might later be held to »be criminal by the
Tnternational®iilitary Tribunal, Nurnberg., FExperience demonstrated
thav this latter service was one impossible of performance by ong, -
sgoncy and thet, even if the functions of CROWCASS were limited to
the f’urn:lshing of service in c:on.ne_ct‘ion with the war crimes operations,
timely service would be very difficult to rend.'eru In the late fall of
191559 t,hebfunctions of CROWCASS were limited to the furnishing of

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VI, TRIALS

As in the invesfigétion‘éndvdevélopment of cases, which necessitéxed
the centralized correlation éhd'analysis of evidence, the réference'bf
cages féf trial on a centraiized basis was essential to the prdper
coordinatﬁon of tfialé and the scheduling thereof, including the assuring
thay prosecutors were pro#ided with 21l availeble evidencé.

| In the second phasé, cages were forwarded to the Commanding Genersal
of the Third or Seventh Uniﬁed States Armies for reference for trial., As
to United States Forces in Austria, cases were fbrwarded recommending
that. congideration be given to their reference for trial, In the third
phase the cases were referred for trial by the Deputy Judge Advocate on
behalf of the Theater Commander to Military Govermment Courts, specially
appointed by Theater Headquarters, The courts were comprised of
persohnel permanently assigned to the War Crimes Group (App. X).

At the outset of the war crimes trials program, a few of the cages
were tfied by Militery Commissions (App. X1X), Bowswsr the balence were
tried before specially appointed Military Govermment Courts, The more
pertinent portions of the trial manual wbtilized by these war crimes
tribvunals are set forth in Appendix XX,

The trials involved all war crimes cases of comparabive major
importance other than those tried by the International Militery Tribunal,
Nurnberg, and the approximately 175 nsar high Nazie tried or beihg tried

by the subsequent proceedings in charge of the Chief of Counsel for War

Crimes at Nurnberg. The offenses involved in the cases included the
illegal killing of surrendered American airmen by shoobing and beating
st isolated and remote points, by planned and instigated mbbs in popu-
lated areas, and by participamts in»the execubion of widespread common
deslgns to kill such airmen; offenses near the battlefield including
&iolations of the Red Cross Convention, the Geneva (Prisoners of War)
Convention, and the syecution of a common design conbtemplating the
application of terrorism in warfare; operation of subthsrasia instibue
tions; and the execution of commen designs contemplating the operatiom.
of concentration camps, which operations in&luded the subjection of
inmates, including American nationals, to killings, besbings, torturss,
starvation and other abuses.and indignities., In one of the cases tried,
a charge was included which alleged that the sccused were members of
organizations declared criminal by the Internmational Military Tribunal,
Nurnberg, knowiné\that the organizations were being utilized in the
commission 6f criminal acts, or were personally implicated in the com-
mission of such criminal acts,
Some of +the mors intersgting cages tried wers:
Hademer Murder Factory Case (United States v, Kleixn,

et al., opinion D{AWGS February 1946, Case No, 12-4kQ) in

which the accused were charged with killing several hundred

nationals of other.United Nations in the courss of the

operation of an esubthanasia institubion.

Russelheim Case (United States v, Hartgen, et al.,
opinion DJAWC, September 1045, Case No, 12-1497),

involving the killing of several American airmen in a
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populated aree by a mob., TIwo of the victims of the mob
action, although thought to be dead, through an act of
Providence escaped from a wagon loaded with ostensibly
dead bodies during a second air raid alert, scaled the
cemotery wall and survived to tell the story.

Malmedy Messacre Case (United States v, Bersin,
et al,, opinion DJAWC, Oétgber 1947, Case No, 6-24), in
which 73 members of Combat Group Peiper, a unit specially
organized from elements of the lst SS Panzer (Adolf Hitler)
Division; killed several hundred surrenderéd American |
prisoners of war during the Ardennes Offensive in December
19hk, This was in eccordance with instructions given by
Hitler during a two hour speech at Bad Nauheim to his
highest officers on the western front; including General
Dietrich, Commanding General of the Sixth SS Panzer Army
and who was one of the accused, to prosecute the counter-
offensive by applylng such terrorism as to spread fear
and penic among the United Stabes Forces,

Superior Orders Case (United States v, Stroop, et al,,
opinion DJAWC, September 1947, Case No, 12-2000), involving
the execution of a common design to kill surrendered American
airmen throughout Wéhikreis XII, The accused ranged from
Lieutenant Ge;eral'Stroop, Higher SS and Police Ieader of
Wehrkreis XII, down to and including the trigger men in

several incidents of sueh illegal killings.
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Other uausual cases include the Dachau, Mauthausen, Flossenburg,
Buchenwald, end Nordhausen Concentration Casmp Cases (United States v,
Weiss, et al,, opinion DJAWC, March 1946, Case No, 000-50-2; United
States v, Altfuldisch, et al,, opinion DJAWC, February Lo47, Case No,
00D=50-5; United States v, Becker, eb al,, cpinion DJAWC, May 1547,
Case No, 000-50-k6: United States v. Waeldeck, et al.; opinion DJAWC,
November 1947, Cass No, 000-50-9; and United Stabes v, Andres, st al,,
opinion DJAWC, April 1948, Case Ne, 000-50-37, respactivelyl, As g
representative concentration camp case, the Buchenwald Case included
ag accused Higher SS and Pelice Leader, SS Lieubenant Genersl. Josias
Prince zu Weldeck and 30 other scoused, many of whom wers principal
members of the staff opersbing Buchenwald and its scores of subcamps.

Reliable figures and records
as to the actual number who met thelr desths in the varicus c,onr;@:*" ghion
cemps were not avaliasble, However, the deaths In a few o¢f the larger
canpy were sstinsisi ab approximsbely 100,000, Mogt ccnceivable typss
of medicel expsriments were practiced, including cold water expsrimencs,
freszing experimsnts, btubercular and malaria experimesnbs, -and hormons
e,cperlmentcs on cagbrated inmates,

Mmong the trials were 222 cages involving 642 ascused and approxie-

mabely 1244 Americen nationals as known victims, Thess trisls ars
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exclusive of mass atrocity cases in which an undetermined number of
Americen nationals were victims, In addition to the number of victims
above mentioned, probably hundreds of additional American victims were
involved 1in these cases.

During the operation 489 cases involving 1672 accused were tried.
The rate of completion of war crimes trials is graphically set forth
in Appendix XXI. Eight war crimes tribunals were in session simultane-
ously at the War Crimes Enclosure at Dachau during the major portion of
1947, While the marked increased rate of completion of trials during
1947 is to éome degree sssignable to the fact that a vast amount of
investigation and apprehension work had to be completed before csses
could be referred for trial in large numbers end to the fact that a
greater number of personnel was made available for the mission, it was
primarily assignable to the centralized operational control of all
aspects of the operation during the third phase, including investigation,
apprehension, and movement of individuals of war crimes interest. Alsc,
by such centralization many delays and difficulties in appointing courts,
gcheduling of trials and arranging therefor were §ubstantially eliminzted
by holding all trials in the War Crimes Enclosure at Dachaun and by the
assignment of offiéers to the War Crimes Grgyp°fo;'continuous service
on war crimes tribunals,

However, many operational‘difficulties were encountered, é,goQ
the faclilities at Dachau did not permit of appropriate segregation of
suspects and witnesses, The technical barriers and restrictions on

moving to and from other Occupation Zones and countries created by
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regulations imposed by United States and other Occupation Forces con-
stituted a very severe impediment to the procurement of Witnesses from
countries of western Europe and their movement to Dachaun, Parenthetical-
1j, it should be mentioned that ab no time could investigations be made

" in or witnesses obtained from Russia, ereas wnder 1ts gontrel, or from
Russian dominated countiries, Similarly, the difficulties of coordinating
war crimes activities with Czechoslovakia gradually incressed, No
ivvestigations could be made thsrei; during the third phase and nsar
the end of the trials program it was nearly impossible to procure
witnesses therefrom.

Set forth in Appendix XXTI are data as to the cases tried showing

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VII. DEVELOFMENT OF IEGAL PRINCIPLES

A, General:
| Conglderation is given herein ohiy'to the\legal principles
és developed in the Revliews and Recommendations as to records of itrial
in war crimes cases ag prepared for submisgion to the Reviewing
Authority.

Any examination of the legel aspects involved in the trial of
war criminals requires consideration of the applicable law and pro-
cedure, Xxcept for a fev cases tried by Military Commissions at the
outset of the program, ali_cases were tried by specially appointed
Military Government Courts, separate from the courts trying offenses
sgainst the occupation. It was directed by the Joint Chiefs of Staff
in their directive 1023/10, 8 July l9h§, that such courts should, to
the greatest practicable extent, adopt fair, simple and expeditious
procedures designed to accomplish substantial Justice without techni-
cality. The propriety of instructions of this character by the aiecum
tive branch of the govermment was upheld by the Supreme Court of ths
United States in the cese of In re Yamashita, 66 Supreme Court Reporter
340,

Some general aspects regarding procedure in Militery Government
Courts were set forth in Title 5, "Legal and Pensal Administration” of
"Military Govermment Regulations," published by Headguarters, United

States Forces, Buropean Theater, 30 November 1945, hereinafter referred
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to ag "Title 5," Those regulations superseded eerlisr regulations of
s8imiler import, The regulations ‘of 30 Noveuber 1945 were superseded by
Change 1, 27 March 1947, a porticn of which is as follows;

war crimes trials provided insbtances of interpretabion and enforcement
cf conventions on international law,
Article 63 of the Prisomers of War Converntion was interpreted
in several cases, That article provides:
"Sentence may be pronounced against a prisoner of
war only by the same courts and according to the
same procedure ag in the case of persons belonging
to the armed forces of the detaining FPowasr.”
Concerning the contention by some accused that they were prisoners of
war end, as such, entitled to trial in *hus seme military courts as
American military personnel; it was concluded that Artisle 63 applied

vanted by other United Nations and Italy for trial as war criminals
was esgtablished in September 1945 (App., IX).

In view of the unprecedented scale on which the law of war had
been violated and in order to expedite the surrender of war criminal

It is -
impractical to assign investigation and apprehension responsibilities
téxagencies.already burdened with assigned primary mlssions., Effective
combat operations are of such doﬁinénx interest to the commanders of
lower commsnds and tactical units, as well as the personnel thereof,
during opefabioné againgt the eﬁemy' that it is futile to expect
personnel under the operational>coﬁtrol of such commands to receive
effective direction and sﬁpport in war crimes work. The same is true
as to war crimes personnel under the operational control of subordinate

- commands during an occupation period. All aspects of a war crimes
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operation, including the imperativeness of centralized corrslation
and continuvous reanalysis of evidence procured, dictates that there
be centralized operational control and direction bf the mission and
the personmel working thereon, Otherwise, progress is haphazard,
atfenﬁion iz not focused on cases of comparative major importance
susceptiblé-of development for successful prosecntion, and trials are

not held promptly.

5. Type of Unit, The ceniralized operational direction can

best be carried out through o unit similar to 7708'war Crimss Group
commanded by the officer having initial responsibility for the legal
aspects'of the operation and the preparation of the basic revieﬁs as
to records of trial, The administrative and legal responsibilities
thus concentrated are susceptible of efficient performance, providlng
his principal legal aSS1stant and his prlnclpal adminlstrative assis-
tant are officers of proven ability,

B, XRecommendations:

Advanced planning, together with the organizing and staffing
of the Judge Advocabte's war crimes unit responsible for. all asgpects
of the mission in advance of the opening of a theater of operations,
is essential,

A war crimes unit of this type should be relieved df a maximum
~emount of housekeeping responsibilities and care should be exercised
in advance of and during the operation to assurévthat it receives
adequate administrative and supply =supoort.

By agreeument of nations, there should be a general recodification
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of the law of war incorporating recognized principles as applied
and elaborated upon in recent trials,

: -If the prisoner once gets the ldea that someone else who has know=
ledge of the facts is about to talk and incriminate him, it will hasten
his desire to talk, The average Germen prisoner of war possesses a
gtrong feeling that he must help himself wherever he can and if he
thinks that the metter under ingquiry is going to come.to light anyway,
he ususlly evidences & ready desire to be the one to reveal it,

It is not uwnusuel o find a prisoner who is implicated in an incl-
dent = upon realizing.the seriousness of his situation, offer to glve
testimony that will incrivinote others, He may seek some privilege or
immunity for doing so, The power to grant immmity does not rest in
- those charged with the duty to investiga.te and the prisoner should be so
advised, : .

ESTABLISHMENT OF IDENTITY OF SUSPECTS AND WITNESSES

If, in the course of Interrogeation, a prisoner of wer is mentioned
vho will be wanted as a suspect or needed as a witness, the investigator
should endeavor to obtain all possible informetion that will aid in lo=-
cating him, -In addition to matters of personal description, such informa=-
tion as his last known place of detention, the units that took him

If a witness identifies a prisoner of war - or other suspect, a
photograph, if available, should be atteched, Do not let the record
merely recite his name, if more informastion is obtainsble.’

CONFESSIONS

should be tsken and included in the record. This testimony should show
the clrcumstences under which the confession was obtained and that no
force, threats or other acts showing involuntariness, occurred, Without
such 'bestimony (a) the necessary predicate for the admission of the con-
fession on the trisl may not be avallable and (b) rebutting proof may not
be accessibls should it be charged on the trial that the confessicm was
improperly obtained.

If the confession 1s in the prisoner's own handwriting, the sworn
testimony of each person present during the course of inberrogation and
at the time of the delivery of the confession shouid be taken and ine
cluded in the record. It should disclose the circumstances of dslivery
of the confession = when, where and to whom delivered., In addition, the
t,est.imon,y of the author of the confession should be taken showing that
1t Ic¥entirely in his own handwriting and thet it wes a voluntery act,
free of threats, compulsion or the like, The mere fact that the in‘mas-=
tigator has & confession in the prisoner's own handwriting does not ipso
facto render it admissible, Proof supplying the proper predicate Ffor
its introduction is necessary. The investigator should dsvelop the proof
in the record in the same manner and to the seme extent as if he wers
seeking to obtain the admission of the confession on the trial of the case,

The refusal of an accused to be placed undsr oath before his testimony

tegtimony), In a stipulation as to testimony to be given
by e witness, if present, there ls no sgreement as to the
verity of such testimony, but it is on the same plane as

" the testimony of those witnesses who appear in person and
testify. ‘

Stipulations are .entered into with a view of saving time,
- labor and expemnse, Stipulations should be drawn to cover

a8 many of the unimportan’ znd uncontested matters which
necessarily must be established by either sides, Stipulas
tions may be agreed to by all parties prior to the trial,
but in all cases of the use of stipulations in the trial
the record must show that they are agreed upon by the pro- -
secutor, the- accused, and the defense counsel in open court,
The record must also show that such stipulations were
recelved by the court, They need not be accepted by the

. court when any doubb exlsts as to the accused's understand-
ing of what is involved, Stipulations should not be made
&8s to vital matters amounting to a complete defense or
substantially admitting the sccused's guilt, Stipulabions
