Researching copyright restrictions on films enables the Moving Image Section to identify films that potentially can be shared with the public after digitization.

Improving the Accessibility of Early Motion Pictures

According to the AFI Catalog of Feature Films, 10,919 feature films were produced between 1912 – 1929. Only 30% are known to exist today. By assessing copyright, the Library of Congress identifies films that can be legally shared with the public.

Films in a Restricted Collection that are copyright protected cannot be shared online due to copyright protections. 

Films in an Unrestricted Collection that are copyright protected cannot be shared online due to copyright protections.

Films in a Restricted Collection [with a] copyright not renewed or never registered:  collections restrictions prevent items from being shared online regardless of public domain status. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Films in ans Unrestricted Collection [with a] copyright not renewed or never registered:  641 films in the public domain can potentially be shared after digitization.
