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This infographic focuses on the collection of legal research reports made available online by the Law Library of Congress. The reports, dating from the 1940s to the present, cover a wide variety of topics and worldwide locations. The data presented here is intended to highlight the international scope of the legal research report collection, which is available son LAW.gov and will soon be organized by a newly designed interface.
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· Legal reports are written by Law Library Legal Specialists in response to requests from members of Congress and other federal agencies, but they are made available online for everyone.
· Legal reports date from the 1940s to the present. Current reports are released periodically, and digitized historical reports are released quarterly. 
· There are over 30 legal topics discussed within the collection. They vary across foreign, comparative, and international law subjects.
· The laws of over 160 countries are written about across the collection.
· There are over 800 reports available online at LAW.gov.

Quick Statistics

· 97.2% of the legal reports written in the last 15 years focus on more than one country.
· The highest number of countries studied within a single report is 162 countries, and the second highest is set at 132 countries.
· In June 2020, there were over 9,600 web page views of our online current legal reports.
· In June 2020, over half of LAW.gov users were located outside the U.S.
