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Infographic Summary 

This project visually explores a more objective way of describing collection materials. It draws from FAIR principles which help maximize data integrity and impact. A traditionally subjective statement regarding a collection material can be expanded and clarified using linked open data so that it can be understood and digitally accessed by a variety of professionals. This makes the collecting and sharing of data a more transparent, reusable, and verifiable process.
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OBJECTIVE DATA
Is verified, measured, and clearly defined data. It is used below to expand upon a less accurate, subjective statement, so it becomes more understandable and reusable across institutions.

Terms are linked to more objective definitions and images:

Subjective Statement: The book cover and textblock have severe warping.

F.A.I.R. PRINCIPLES
These principles help guide rational decision-making on how to best preserve and expand access to collections.

Findable: use unique identifiers, have rich metadata, and upload to a public repository
Accessible: check that data is understandable to both people and computers
Interoperable: use standard terms and relationships so they can be used by other platforms
Reusable: ensure that data is accurate, relevant, and detailed with a clear usage license
