The statistics on the left provide support for the creation of online resources, particularly LibGuides, as they reach more people than would otherwise be possible in person. The chart on the right portrays the “State Digital Resources” LibGuide as a gateway to many other Library divisions and collections.
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Spotlighting Main Reading Room Collections
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Katherine Howell, 2020 Junior Fellow
As a Junior Fellow, Katherine Howell worked to highlight Main Reading Room collections by converting existing web guides into LibGuides, a specialized guide platform that features heightened flexibility and accessibility.

LibGuide Page Views
· Of the top 15 guides produced by the Reference and Researcher Services (RRS) Division, 43% received more page views after being converted from HTML guides into LibGuides, a pattern which was consistent across all Library guides.
· Among the LibGuides that experienced heightened visibility, page views increased roughly 43% as a result of the transition.
