[bookmark: _GoBack]Matthew Bova employed computer programming to access, extract, and visualize the Library’s public data on available digitized items from Spanish-speaking countries. The goals of this project are to see digitally available Hispanic items in the contact of the whole to enable future decisions. This visualization allows the Hispanic Division to understand what has been made available to remote users and to identify opportunities for future digitization. One might observe, for example, disparities like the relative absence of digitally accessible Spanish language newspapers, which inspire questions for planning an cooperation in the future.
