Top 5 Countries Visiting Open Access E-Book Collection, February to June 2020
The Library of Congress’s open access e-book collection attracts global users, and incudes books in English, German, Spanish, Portuguese, and many other languages. While the collection was visited by users in approximately sixty countries from February to June of this year, the highest numbers of visits came from the five countries shown (United States, Spain, Brazil, France and Mexico). This graph illustrates the worldwide appeal of digital content, especially during times when library services are disrupted or otherwise unavailable.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Text: Use of the open access e-book collection spiked in March, across all five countries studied (United States, Spain, Brazil, France and Mexico) suggesting that quarantine measures increased the demand for digital content. In the following months, there has been a decrease and plateau of visits to the collection, perhaps due to a decline in the initial urgency to identify digital reading options. However, the number of visits in June remained above pre-pandemic numbers for four countries (United States, Spain, Brazil, and Mexico).
