1906: Sarah Breedlove becomes Madame C.J. Walker and goes on to become a millionaire.
1923: Charles C. Spaulding becomes president of North Carolina Mutual Life Insurance Company.
1942: John H. Johnson founds Johnson Publishing Company.
1986: The Oprah Winfrey Show debuts.
2010: Jay-Z amasses a net worth of $50 million, which he invests in various commercial ventures.
