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Infographic Summary
This infographic provides a sampling of information on the rich history of Kluge scholars, such as the diversity of institutions and academic fields, and it demonstrates that they are “connecting thought and action” through the production of publicly engaged scholarship. It also outlines the goals of the project to better understand and engage with Kluge alumni and the steps involved in accomplishing this task.
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The twentieth anniversary of the John W. Kluge Center at the Library of Congress is an opportune time to celebrate the nearly one thousand scholars who have been a part of the center’s history. This project focused on reviewing alumni data, building an alumni community, and publicizing alumni achievements. Information about alumni was gathered and consolidated into an easy-to-search database, a survey was administered to obtain additional information, and a digital profile template was developed to showcase alumni in future publications. The results of this project will help inform future Kluge alumni programming.
