WebQuest Requirements

A WebQuest is an inquiry-based activity in which most of the information used by learners is drawn from the Web. WebQuests are designed to use learners' time well, to focus on using information rather than looking for it, and to support learners' thinking at the levels of analysis, synthesis and evaluation. The model was developed in early 1995 at San Diego State University by Bernie Dodge with Tom March.

WebQuests have two parts. The student section is written in student voice and is designed to engage, challenge, and provide resources and directions to students. The teacher section includes the information on the student pages as well as the additional information a teacher needs to plan, prepare and implement the learning experience. 
Student Section

WebQuest Title

Introduction 


Introduce the activity or lesson by capturing student interest and presenting a challenging learning task. The introduction shares the essential question students will strive to answer as they work through the quest, and is written in student voice. 

Task

Describe the desired end result of the learners' activities – usually a product.

Process

Give the step by step process that students must follow to complete their task.

Evaluation

Describe how the learning and/or product will be evaluated. 

Conclusion

Briefly summarize what students have accomplished or learned in their work, and include some reflective questions to extend the learning.

Credits 

List the sources of any images, music, or text used to produce the student section. Provide links back to the original source. 
Teacher Section

Title

Introduction

Describe the origin of the quest. For example: This WebQuest was developed as part of the Library of Congress Summer Institute for Teachers, Washington D.C., 2007. Then, briefly describe what the lesson is about. This introduction is written for other teachers, not for students.
Learners 

Describe the grade level and disciplinary course for which the lesson is designed. Share possible grade/subject extensions. Describe any critical pre-requisite knowledge and skills.

Curriculum Standards 

List expected learning outcomes within traditional subject areas, Describe thinking and communications skills enhanced by the lesson, as well. Use the language of district or state level standards or McREL National Standards.

Process

Use the description from the student page, adding the additional information a teacher  needs: time required, student grouping, teacher pre-requisites, possible variations and extensions.
Resources Needed

List all resources needed: materials, texts, Web sites, hardware and software, field trips, additional human resources  (teachers, library media specialists, librarians, technology coordinators, parents). 
Evaluation

Use the evaluation section from the student section, adding any clarifications a teacher may need

Conclusion

Summarize the essential worth and importance of the lesson to engage other teachers.

Credits

List the sources of images, music or text used - link back to the original source. List books and other media used as information sources.
